· copies of Mona Lisa, Van Gogh’s Chair and Olympia
· Titles and artists of Mona Lisa and Van Gogh’s Chair written on paper

·  words & meaning match cards
· Copies of article about Olympia

· Board and markers

· Blank paper

· Example drawing


	Aims:

· Main aim: to enable students to improve reading skills by reading the passage of ‘Olympia’ and making and answering to questions about it.
· Secondary aim: Students will practice reading by learning new vocabularies and by applying the article into post activity; creating their own art piece.
· Personal aim: I would like to be clear on my ICQs and explicit ICQs.


	Language Skills:
· Listening: Students will listen to other students’ questions, answers and description of arts.

· Speaking: Students will practice speaking skills by asking, answering questions and presenting their own art work.

· Reading: Students will read the article about Manet’s Olympia and their questions.

· Writing: Students will write down their questions.


	Language Systems:
· Function: reading and making questions

· Lexis: new vocabulary from the article

· Phonology: Correct pronunciation of new vocabularies

· Discourse: the article

· Grammar: None to discuss


	Assumptions:
· Students are all adults.

· Students may be interested in the art.

· Students may already know the masterpieces.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
· Students may have difficulty in understanding the meaning → provide more examples.

· If the time is short → adjust time in post-activity by asking only one or two students to present.

· Show sample drawings of Mona Lisa, Van Gogh’s Chair

· Ask students if they know the titles and the artists of both drawing

· Put the title and artist paper on board

How do you call these kinds of art works which are well known and praised by many people?
· Write Masterpiece on board

CCQ

Is this masterpiece? (while showing quickly drown line)

Is THIS masterpiece? (while showing Mona Lisa)

Grouping & Pairing
Can you say ‘master’ and (to the next person) ‘piece’ (make students say the words by turns)? So, who said ‘master’? All the ‘master’s please come this side of the classroom, and ‘piece’s come to the other side of the room. So, ___ and ___ work together … 
Instruction

Now, as pairs, I want you to match the word to their meanings. I will give you 2 minutes.

ICQ

What are you going to do?

Are you working individually?

How many minutes do you have?

Explicit ICQ

But I don’t want you to start before I say begin.

Are you going to start as I give you the cards?

Are you going to start when I say begin?

(distribute the cards)

Begin!

· Monitor discreetly

· Give time warning (1 minute, 30seconds and 10seconds)

In your pair, who lives closer to here? Please come up to the board and write the answers.

· Check answers by asking students to read the word and the meaning.

Does anyone know the title of this drawing, and who drew this?
This is Olympia by Edouard Manet. Now, I’m going to give you an article about Olympia, and I want you to read it for 4 minutes.
ICQ

What are you going to do?

Are you working individually?

How many minutes do you have?

Explicit ICQ

But please do not touch the paper before I say begin.

Are you going to touch the paper as soon as you get the paper?

Are you going to start when I say begin?

(distribute the paper)

Begin!

· Monitor discreetly

· Give time warning (3minutes, 1 and half minutes, 30seconds and 10seconds)
Demonstration

· Write 2 questions on board: When was Olympia painted? Where is Olympia hung at present?
· Ask 2 students to read each question and answer.

Instruction

Now, I will give you paper, work with same pairs and write questions on each paper for 2 minutes.
ICQ

What are you going to do?

Are you working in pairs?

How many minutes do you have?

You may start as you get the paper.

(distribute paper)

· Monitor discreetly

· Give time warning (1 minute, 30seconds and 10seconds)

· Put students’ paper on a tray

Now, as pairs, pick one card from the tray and read the question and try to answer within 10 seconds.

Are you going to start as you get the paper?

Will you start when I say go?

(distribute paper)

Go!

· Monitor discreetly

· Give time warning (2minutes, 1minute, 30seconds, 10seconds)
· Ask some students to present
