· Picture of a plane and a train

· Classmates survey worksheet

· Wall chart about comparative forms

· Cards of nouns

· Word search worksheet

· Board and markers

· Numbered cards and numbered adjectives


	Aims:

· Main aim: to enable students to predict the meaning of comparative forms by making their own story using comparative adjectives.
· Secondary aim: Students will know and practice the comparative form by teacher’s explanation and by comparing their situation to other classmates.
· Personal aim: I would like to show more authority in time management by being more confident in speaking.


	Language Skills:

· Listening: Student will listen to teacher’s explanation and other students’ stories.
· Speaking: Student will practice speaking skills by presenting their own sentences and stories.

· Reading: Student will read questions and the comparative words on the worksheet.

· Writing: Students will write down their own stories.


	Language Systems:
· Function: preparing and presenting a story
· Lexis: Comparative adjectives

· Discourse: stories

· Phonology: Correct pronunciation of comparative adjectives

· Grammar: Comparative forms


	Assumptions:

· Students already have learned the comparative forms in a previous class.
· Students are all adults.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Students may have difficulty in understanding the meaning → Teacher provides more examples.
· If the time is short → make half pairs present for main activity and adjust time in past-activity.
· If the number of students is odd, the students will not be able to pair up → make one group of three students.

	Eliciting

· Show a picture of a train and a plane

· Ask students the differences between the train and the plane

· Write: The plane is faster than the train. (Subject+Verb+Comparative Adjective+than+Object)
· Then, by using wall chart, explain the form of comparative adjectives.

How do we change an adjective into a comparative adjective?
· Fill the blanks in the wall chart while asking students what should be in the blanks

CCQ

Does comparative sentence use ‘most’?
Does comparative sentence use ‘more’?

Grouping
Can you say ‘com’, ‘para’ (to the next person), and ‘tive’ (make students say the words by terns)? So, who said ‘com’? All the ‘com’s please come the left side of the class room, ‘para’s come to the middle side, and the ‘tive’s please come the right side of the classroom. So, three of you, three of you, three of you, and four of you work together.

Instruction

Now, I’m going to give you a worksheet. There are some questions on the worksheet, so for 3 minutes ask your group members those questions and take memos on the chart below. (at the same time, show the worksheet to students)
