	Materials:

· Idioms cards (18 matches, total 36 pieces)
· Idioms worksheet

· A picture of a restaurant table with 2 chairs, 4 blown-up pictures of speakers.
· Blind date profile worksheet

· White-board, board markers


	Aims:

· Main aim: To enable students to improve their listening skills by having them talk about ‘Blinds Dates’.
· Secondary aim: Students will talk about ‘Blinds Dates’ by students ① Filling in the blank on worksheet, ② Listening to four speakers in search for a compatible ones, and ③ Speed-dating.

· Personal aim: I would like to improve on my time management.


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Students will read Idiom cards, Idiom worksheet and Blind Date Profile.
· Listening: Students will listen to the short speech about profiles.

· Speaking: Student will practice speaking skills by prediction, comparing answers with other groups and reading profile out loud.

· Writing: Students will write information while they are listening to the speech by other students.


	Language Systems:
· Lexis: idioms used in describing people’s personalities and various situations
· Function: self-PR and advertisement for a lifetime partner

· Structure: relative clauses (usage of who)

· Grammar: non to discuss
· Discourse: non to discuss
· Phonology: non to discuss


	Assumptions:

Students already know:
· How the class is set up and run (there will be 4 groups of students at each table)

· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

· Some students are married and some are single (Age 26 and up)

· Many students have been on a blind date


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening → Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)
· If time is short → Cut post-activity discussion shortly and only ask 2~3 students to share their ideas of compatible match.

· If the number of students is odd, the students will not be able to pair up → Participate myself and pair up with the one who’s left

	Eliciting

· Show students a picture of restaurant table set for two people

· Ask students what they can guess from the picture

· Explain the concept of blind dates

Do you meet friends on a blind date?

Is the person a stranger on a blind date?

1. Idioms

Grouping
Can you say ‘blind’, and (to the next person) ‘date’ (make students say ‘blind’ and ‘date’ by turns)? So, anyone who said blind, come to the left side of the class, and those who said date, come to the right side of the class. Now, three of you, three of you and four of you work together.

Instruction

Now, I’m going to give you 18 pairs of cards. Work with your group. Match the first part of each sentence with the second part containing idioms. You have 5 minutes. But I want you not to touch the card before I say ‘begin’.
Demonstration

For instance, I have this card which says…”My parents, my brothers and I are all good at Math;” and this first part of sentence goes with…“it runs with our family”. So put those two cards together.

(distribute Idiom cards)
ICQ
Are you working individually?

Are you going to touch the cards as soon as I give you them?

How much time do you have?

· Monitor discreetly.

· Give time warning: 1minute, 30seconds, 10seconds left.

(distribute Idioms worksheet)

· Student s will find correct matches on the sheet.

· One student from each group will write the correct letters on the board.

· Check the answers.

2. Prediction

Instructions

Look at these pictures. These are the 4 speakers that you will listen to. What’s your first impression of them? What do you think their personalities are like?

· Show the pictures one by one.

· Elicit vocabulary used to describe one’s character/personality.

Now listen to the 4 speakers’ profiles one by one. Answer the questions on the worksheet as you listen. Work individually. But, you can say ‘pause’ if you want to listen again.

· Play track 1 to 4.

· Let students write answers as they listen.

2. Finding compatible match by speed-date
Eliciting

If someone wants to meet a lot of new people, what does the person do? ... it starts with ‘S’… two words…
· Write Speed-dates on board.

· Explain the meaning if necessary.

CCQ

Do you meet your friends on speed-dating?

Can you meet new people from speed-dating?

Grouping
Now, say ‘speed’, and (to the next person) ‘date’. (make students say ‘speed’ and ‘date’ by turns.) 
(Lind up tables in the middle of the classroom and set chairs on either side of the tables.)

And those who said speed come and sit right side of the table and people who said date come the other side. 
Instruction

Now you are here for speed dating. People on the right side, introduce yourself to the person in front of you for one minute. And after one minute, right side people move one chair and continue. Try to find who your compatible is.

ICQ

What are you supposed to do?

Are you working alone?

· Participate to make odd number of class even.

· Give time notice: make buzzer sound when time is up so that students can change their partner.
· When the students at the right side of the class finish talking, make the other side of the students begin.
