Hello everyone, How are you doing? Did you enjoy your weekend?  Yesterday, I went to the Zoo and I saw many animals.  Is there anyone who has seen an elephant?  How many legs do elephants have?

(Students answer)

Elephants have four legs, Good! How about monkeys?

(Students answer)
Yes, you’re right. They have two hands and legs. Can you draw it?

(Students answer)

Ok, so today, we will listen to dialogues and find and draw a picture. But first, we will learn some words and idioms.

· Encourage students can tell you many things regarding animals and their’ body parts

	Procedure:

1. Eliciting
(Show pictures of body part on the board  and point each of them)

Tell me what is it? How about this?

(Students may answer or guess)

Yes, this is arm and that is hand. 
(write spelling or tape pictures)

Let’s repeat after me just once.

(Touch picture’s  eyes)

How many eyes does he have?

(Students may answer two eye or two eyes)

Two eyes are right. Because he doesn’t have one eye, but two eyes.

(Explain by comparing single and pair eyes pictures)

· Go through the pictures one by one

· Elicit the meaning form students

· Explain the meaning if necessary

· If necessary, you can explain more parts and colors

(hair, knee, feet, fingers, yellow, gray, blue, red)

CCQ

I have two arm (x) I have two arms (o)

The lion has four hands (x) The lion has four legs (o)

The elephant has one noses (x) The elephant has one nose (o)

1. Listening for the Main Idea (general understanding)

Instructions

Put your pens down and close your eyes. Now I am going to explain two monsters. You listen carefully and then answer my questions. You cannot write memo and don’t make noise.
CCQ
Can you write on the paper?

What should you do?

Can you make noise?

(Read the passage)

Basic comprehension questions
What is the first monster name?

How many legs do monsters have?
2. Listening for Details
Instructions

Now listen to the passage one by one this time. Answer the questions on the worksheet as you listen. Work individually.

(Distribute the worksheet)
At this time, open your eyes and write the answer on the paper.

CCQ
Can you write on the paper?

What are you supposed to do?

(Read the passage)

Post listening answer check

Do you need to listen again?

(If Ss say Yes -> Play track 1 again)
(If Ss say No -> Check answers)

3. Feedback
Finally, we can know how many eyes, nose, mouth, arms, legs the monsters have. Ok, let’s draw the monster on the left side.
(Drawing)

Let’s compare pictures each other. Is it similar? 
(Show teacher’s monster)

	Procedure:

1. Free Production

Instruction

We are going to have a fun group activity. At first, choose group leader. (Choose the leader) Here is a picture. Only group leaders can see the picture. And group leaders explain the picture. Members listen carefully and then draw it on the paper. Finally compare one another.

Demonstration

 Let see, I have a picture but you don’t know. Now I will give you hint. 

  Draw one eye and mouth. Draw two arms and legs. Draw two small ears. 
(Drawing time and Show the picture) 
Ii is my picture. Same?
CCQ
Can you see the picture?

Individual first and compare group right?
(Distribute worksheets each group but different worksheets)

Monitor actively and participate within each group

· Hand out a picture and work sheets each group 

· Prevent pictures are shown by other members

· Elicit vocabulary used to describe pictures’ feature
Share students’ pictures.

Take 2~3 volunteers if running out of time.

Aims:





To learn vocabulary and expressions for describing part of the body by listening and drawing pictures


To practice listening to real-life speech of the teacher and students


To practice speaking by using imperative sentence








Language Skills:





Reading: Students will read the idiom


Listening: Students will listen to teacher’s instructions and classmates’ speaking


Speaking: Students will practice their speaking by ordering classmates draw a picture


Writing: Students will dictate or answer what they listen to on the paper








Language Systems:





Lexis: Idioms used in describing part of the body: appearance, looks, and features 


Grammar: Usage of singular and plural, count the number, relative clause


Function: Interrogative and Imperative sentence  (no usage of subjects)








Assumptions:





Students already know:


How the class is set up and run ( there will be 4 student groups at each table)


All students are the same grade and beginner (elementary school)


They can listen to what teacher has said and they can speak it again


They know some basic adjective


They can count number














Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may not be able to follow the passage easily


Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content and try to speak slowly and wait until students make a rough sketch


Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening


Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)


Students may need more time the work on the worksheets


Give students some more time and help them


If students finish their task earlier than anticipated


Provide one more similar task
