	Aims:
- Main aim: To enable students to improve their grammar skills by having students use "Used to and Be used to" in sentences.

- Secondary aim: Students will use "Used to and Be used to" by having students working on completing sentences, writing and sharing their experiences using "Used to and Be used to" and a spinning pen activity. 

- Personal aim: I want to improve on my time management and voice inflection.


	Language Systems:
- Lexis: None to discuss
- Function: None to discuss
- Grammar: Students will learn how to clarify differences between Used to and Be used to.
- Discourse: Students will use sentences of “I used to do something and I am used to doing something”.
- Phonology: None to discuss


	Language Skills:
- Listening: Students will practice listening by listening to other students sharing about their experiences using "Used to and Be used to".
- Speaking: Students will practice speaking by sharing experiences using "Used to and Be used to".
- Reading: Students will practice reading by reading wall charts and worksheets.
- Writing: Students will practice writing by working on worksheets.


	Assumptions:
- Some students already know how to use "Used to and Be used to" in sentences.


	Anticipated Problems
	Solutions

	Some students may find out difficulties on completing sentences in pre-activity.
	Work in pairs so then stronger students can help weaker students.  

	Some students may find out difficulties to clarify how to use "Used to and Be used to".
	Wall charts(modeling) and giving examples will make students easier to understand.

	The post activity may take longer than anticipated.
	Stop the activity when the time is up.

What are differences between in the past and now?
I used to be slim.
- Paste the picture and write “I used to be slim” on the board
Wall chart 1: ask students to read the wall chart
- Show the wall chart and explain about the grammar
Used to (do)

1) We use “used to” when you talk about something happened regularly in the past but on longer happens.

2) We also use “used to” for something that was true but is not true anymore.

For example:

I used to be slim when I just got married.
Form
Subject + used to + Verb
In this sentence “to” is the infinitive so verb should be come after.

Let’s compare it with “be used to V~ing”
Wall chart 2: ask students to read the wall chart
Be used to something (I’m used to…)

It means something is not new or strange for me.

For example:

I am used to getting up early morning for the Tesol classes.

It means it is not new or difficult to get up early morning for the Tesol classes anymore.

Form
Subject + be used to + V~ing
In this sentence “to” is a preposition so ~ing or a noun should be come after.
