	Language Skills:

· Speaking : answering questions and discussion 
· Writing :  filling information during discussion
· Listening : teacher’s elicitation, teacher’s example of vocabulary

	Language Systems:

· Phonology : other people’s speaking, pronunciation of the lexis
· Lexis : vocabulary
· Discourse : discussion

	Assumptions:
· Students can speak and write in English, not fluently.

· How the class is up and run  (there will be 4 student groups at each table)

· All students are 3rd grade in the middle school. (Boys $ girls mixed)

· Most students have been interested in Korea unification.

· Ss can speak and write in English, but not fluently.  

· Ss are used to working individually, pairs, and in groups of 3~4

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Students may have difficulty in understanding the meaning.
· Teacher provides more examples.
· Teacher gives the students more chances to practice.
· If students need more time to finish their activity (cut-off plan)
· Be flexible with the time as giving student more time to finish their activity and cut off the time of post activity.
· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated. 
· Give students more time on final activity.
