	[ pre-teaching Key Vocabulary ]
Instructions

T: Before we listen to the script, we are going to learn some essential words and expressions. I will give you this worksheet for you to work individually. You should match the words in the box with the synonyms and phrasal verbs below. You have 4 minutes.

T gives out the worksheets #1 to Ss.

Demonstration

If you look at no.7, the answer is ‘enormous’ because of the synonym of the word ’massive’.
CCQ

· Are you working in pairs or individually?

· How much time do you have?

· What do you do on the worksheet?
Ss start to answer the questions.

T monitors discreetly and answers questions if asked. 

T gives time warning when 30 seconds are left.

T will be flexible with time and give 1 more minute if majority have not finished.

Feedback
T checks answers by letting Ss answer verbally one by one. (Elicit from Ss)
T asks Ss to explain if some of the Ss do not understand some words’ meanings.
T then, explains if the above does not work.
T: Very well done, guys.

	Procedure:

[Listening for the main idea]
Instructions

T: I would now like you to listen to the mp3file two times. You are also required to take notes to fill in the blanks on this sheet of paper. This will be a note-taking activity and you’re working alone.

T gives out 11 copies of worksheets #2.

Demonstration

If you hear the relevant answers, you write that on this paper.
CCQ
· Are you working in groups or alone?
· What do you write on this paper?
Feedback
T asks the whole class if they know the answer for this worksheet.(Elicit from Ss)
If no one answers, give them a slight clue and encourage them to answer.
When S answers, ask the other Ss whether they agree or they have additional ideas. 
Write the answers on the board.
Ss are actively involved in answering questions.
[Listening for the details]

Instructions
T: Now, we are going to listen to the file one more time. But, this time I want you guys to listen for the details individually. I will give you one minute to read the questions before listening to the file. There are 10 ‘Comprehension questions’ and 2 multiple choice -quiz.
T gives out 11 copies of the worksheets #3.
CCQ
· Are you working in pairs or alone?
· Do you listen for the details or the main idea?
· How many questions do you have to do?
T plays the file for the second time.
Feedback
T asks students to check their answers in 3groups.(3,4,4)
Ss tell each other why they chose their answers.
T actively monitors students and helps them if needed.
T encourages Ss to help and teach each other.
