Good morning everyone, how are you today?

(show picture) Do you know this? 

What can you see in this picture?

Where can we buy these? 

How can we buy these items? 

(elicit the word vending machine)

Where can you see the vending machine?
What did you buy with the vending machine?

	Materials: board, marker

	Procedure:

1. Pre- teach key vocabulary. 

Before we listen to the audio file, let’s learn some new vocabulary.  
1) Bummer
I will tell the meaning first, and then you can guess what the word is. 
(elicit) When you say something is ‘this’, you mean that it is unpleasant or annoying. 
You can use this word in a disappointing situation.
(write the word on the board) 
What kind of word do you think this is? It’s a noun. 

(learn the stress of the word - read the word together)

Bummer. 

(CCQ)Can you use ‘bummer’ when you are happy? 

Can you use ‘bummer’ when you are disappointed?

2) Buck

(elicit) This word means a dollar. It’s a US or Australian dollar. 

(write the word on the board) 

It’s a noun. It’s an informal for dollar. 
(read the word ) Buck 

(CCQ) Can you buy drinks by bucks?

Is the buck money? 

3) Cop 

It’s an informal word of policeman. 

(direct teaching) It’s a cop. 

(CCQ) what is cops work? 

Do cops work at a restaurant?

	Procedure:

Now you will hear the conversation. When you are listening try to find out problems that the man has with the vending machine. 
(Listen to the audio file)

How many people were talking?

What was the problem?

(Listen to the audio file again) 

What did Tod want to buy in the vending machine?

What does the Tod recommended to do?

(Play the file if students want to listen again)

Now I will give you the handouts. In this paper there are 5 questions. Answer the questions alone. Afterwards you will check your answers with your partner. 

When you have the paper, do you answer the questions with partner? 

(Distribute the comprehension worksheet 
& Monitor activity) 

 3 minutes left. 
Does anyone need more time? 

Ok then check your answers with your partner. I will give you 5 minutes 

How much time do you have?

What will you do? 

(Monitor activity)

Now let’s check the answers together. 

What is the answer for question number 1? 

Do you agree with the answer?

(Same for questions 2 to 5. 

If there are any wrong answers, correct them with students.)

Materials:


15 copies of the reading text ‘snacks and Candy’


15 copies of Vocabulary Matching & Comprehension worksheets


Pictures of snacks and candy


Audio file


Board and marker





Aims:


-Students will be able to learn about daily life conversation by listening to audio file. 


-Students will be able to encourage speaking skills by answering check understanding questions and pair works. 


-Students will be able to develop reading by reading texts and answering comprehension questions.








Language Skills:


Reading:  text, comprehension questions


Listening: audio files, teacher’s explanation about new vocabulary and activity.


Speaking: answer the questions, pair works








Language Systems:


Lexis: learn new vocabulary


(Function: doing vocabulary matching)


Discourse: answering questions, pair works. 





Assumptions:


Students have had the experience of using vending machine. 


Students can speak and read in English but not accurately.


Students know they should use only English in the class.








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


If students need more time to finish their activity


Give students more time to finish activity


If students finished their activity early then give vocabulary matching worksheet (SOS plan).


If the time is running out then shorten the pair work time.
