	Procedure:

Good morning/Afternoon class! How are you?

What did you bring and eat at break time? 

(Students answer ‘Snack’)

Did you eat delicious food or healthy food? 

(Let students to answer what they ate and their opinion)
Food is important for our body nutrition.  There is a good food and bed food for our body. Lets learn about healthy food 
(Present some Salad dressing and cubed vegetables and fruits for salad making) 

Lets enjoy the food after the listening dialogue.

	Materials: Food picture card, worksheet No.1, food stickers

	Procedure:

Teacher: Today’s dialogue is done by father and a little boy. Before we listen the dialogue, we will learn some new vocabulary about foods.
Teaching key food vocabulary:

(Teacher presents the food picture card, let them identify the food and read the vocabulary together)

For example of ‘Carrot’: 

· What is rabbit/bunny’s favorite vegetable? Horse also like this vegetable! 
· It has orange color and its root vegetable. It contains high in vitamin A. 

· You can find in a grocery store and a supermarket! What is it? 
· If students find the answer, stick the card on the board and writes the word ‘Carrot’ on the board.

· Teacher explains about the carrot and advantage of eating carrot.

· Teacher gives an example sentence by using the word

· Let students repeat after

· Asking some CCQ: 

Can you buy the carrot in the bank?

Where can I go and but the carrot?

Does cat like to eat the carrot? 

List of the words that students learn today:

· Snack (noun): an informal light meal
- My mother gives me a snack right when I come home from school.
· Sweets (bad foods) like candy, chocolate, jelly…
· Healthy foods like broccoli, carrot, spinach …
· Whip up: (phrasal verb): prepare or cook food quickly
- I have no time for dinner, so I'll whip up something right away.
Teacher: Now, we are going to classify these foods into two groups into ‘Healthy food vs Unhealthy food’. Here are foods stickers you need to classify and this is a table work sheet. 
Instruction & demonstration
(Distribute the worksheet table and food stickers)
 On the table, there are two categories: ‘Healthy food vs Unhealthy food’.  Classify the food stickers and stick on the table. There are 10 healthy food stickers and 5 unhealthy food stickers. 
· For example, stick this marshmallow sticker on the unhealthy food table and tell your partner why it is an unhealthy food. 
Work with your partner (2 in a group). You have 3 minutes. 

CCQ

Are you working alone?

What do you need to do know?
How much time do you have?
Teacher: Let’s check the answer together. 

(Check all the answer with the students)

Teacher: Let’s listen the dialogue”Snack” for today!

	Procedure:

1. Listen for main idea

Instruction:

 You may not write anything. Just listen the conversation and focus on how many & types of foods and what is the conversation is about. Listen carefully first.

CCQ: 
Can you write something while you listen? 

What do you need to focus when you listen?

(Play the dialogue!)
Do you want to listen again?

· If the students say yes: play the dialogue again

· If the students say no, move to next step

2. Listen for detail

Instruction:
Hand out the missing word dialogue worksheet to students. Read the missing dialogue text together. As the dialogue play, students need to fill the missing word. 
CCQ: 

Do you write something while you listen? 

Are you working together?
(Play the dialogue again! Chunk the dialogue and let students listen.)
(Let students fill the missing word as the dialogue plays)

Teacher: Let’s check the missing word together and listen the dialogue again.

3. Task

Instruction:

 Students put their favorite and dislike food words on the dialogue text for their own conversation and do role-play with partners
Teacher: Work with a partner to do role-play. You have 3 minutes to do.
CCQ: 

Are you working alone?
How much time do you have?
(Let students do role-play and teacher monitor them passively. Close the activity in time)




	Post-Activity 

	Materials: Prepared salad ingredients, board and marker

	Time

	Procedure:

1. Free production

 demonstration
Show and hand out prepared salad dressing and cubed vegetables and fruits to students. Let them make their own salad. Write an example salad recipe on the board and let students to write the short recipe

Teacher: Do you like fruits and vegetable? They are very good nutritional source! Now, each one of you makes own small salad and write simple salad recipe! You have 10 minutes!
CCQ: 

Are you working with your partner?
What do you need to do now?

(Teacher walks around, helps students and checks their works. Try to finish the activity in time.)
2. Feedback

Teacher: Did you enjoy the class today? Was it difficult? Do you learn something about healthy food? Let’s repeat the new vocabulary again. 
Well done for today! Have a great day and see you next time (!

Snack Time! Healthy foods for kids








Materials:


- Board & board marker


- 8 copies of the missing word dialogue text “Snack time”


- 8 copies of worksheet No.1 & No.2


- Fruit, vegetable and sweets picture cards and stickers


- Realia (Salad dressing and cubed vegetables and fruits for salad making)











Aims:


- To develop listening skill by answering guide questions and listening dialogue to find main idea and answering worksheet questions to understand the details 


- To learn about healthy foods and unhealthy foods by listening and understanding the dialogue with teacher’s explanation. 


- To learn about food related vocabulary by showing the picture word card, teacher’s explanation, answering worksheet, write a simple recipe and making real salad (Realia)








Language Skills:





Reading: guiding question and the dialogue text 


Speaking: role-play with partner


Writing: Answering worksheet and write own salad recipe


Listening: Listen the dialogue and the teacher’s explanation about new vocabulary. 





Language Systems:


- Lexis: vocabulary (snack, broccoli, carrot, candy, spinach, sandwich) 


- Phonology: practicing new vocabulary 


- Discourse: Role-playing with partner 


- Function: Writing an own salad recipe








Assumptions:





Students know what snack is


Students have some knowledge about good food and bad food


Students know the meaning of the foods and they can read and write in English  but not very accurately 


Students know the teacher’s style of teaching 


Students do not know many daily food vocabulary (difficult to express prefer ingredients when they write own recipe)





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Some students may not be able to follow the lesson easily (Let them give a time to understand the dialogue and help them with a teacher’s explanation & reading)


Students may not be able to understand details from the listening dialogue


(Chunk/ divide the listening like pause-play-pause-play and repeat the dialogue playing)


Some students may feel board and easy so they can finish their tasks earlier than anticipated (Teacher can check the answer of the student and have a free short conversation and give extra question worksheet)
