T : Hi, everyone. How are you today?  
Have you ever fought against your parents? 
If you do something wrong or bad, how do your parents sometimes do? Can you share your thought?
(Elicit from students & write them on the board)

T: OK. Today we will listen to dialogue about the challenges when parents bring up and look after child, which means parenting.
(write the title on the board:『Parenting』)
T: First, we will learn some vocabularies the speakers used.

	Procedure:

1. Vocabulary (pre-teach key vocabulary)
Instruction
 eq \o\ac(○,1)‘had better’
T: Does anyone ask their guests to remove their shoes when they come into your home?
 (If someone answers, go with the flow) 

T: Ok, very good. What will you say to them if you use the modal verb which you learned last time? How will you get them to take off their shoes? 
.
Ss : You should take off shoes 
 (Write the students' remark on the board)
T: Right. If you want to give advice and suggestion, using ‘should’ is right. Then, If we make the advice stronger, how can we say?

A: um….
( Write the word on the board)
T: The answer is that you’d better take off shoes. ‘Had better’ is a modal verb. There could be negative consequences if the advice or suggestion is not followed.
 (hand out worksheet #1)
CCQ

 T: Is anyone who doesn’t get the worksheet? Let’s see the box of number  eq \o\ac(○,1). Choose the appropriate the answer.  I’ll give you 1 minute.
 
T: OK, now we check all the answers together

(Go through the words one by one and explain the reason why the answer is right)

 eq \o\ac(○,2) ‘would rather’

(write the example on the board)

T: Can you guess what the phrase ‘would better’ means?

Ss:  want?

T: Right, good job

( Write the word on the board)
T: ‘Would rather’ is used to express a preference in English. Would rather is the same in meaning as would prefer.
CCQ

T: Let’s turn to the worksheet#1. Look number 2 and Choose the appropriate the answer.  I also give you one minute.

T: OK, now we check all the answers together

(Go through the words one by one and explain the reason why the answer is right)

 eq \o\ac(○,3) ‘fail’ 
(suggest an image related to word ‘fail’ and elicit the word from students)
T: How does the person look like? Happy? Disappointed?

Ss: Disappointed!

T: What happen to the person? 

Ss: Um.. She seems to fail the exam.
T: Right! She failed exam and look frustrated.

(Write the word on the board)
T: If you can’t pass the exam, you can use the word ‘fail’
    It is verb and example sentence is that you will fail the test if you don’t sit down and study.

CCQ

T: Then, if you get the grade ‘F’, how will be happen to you? Do you pass the exam?
Ss: No. fail the exam!
 eq \o\ac(○,4) ‘wreck’
(Suggest an wrecked ship picture and elicit the word from students)
T: Can you see this picture on the screen?

Ss: Yes

T: What is it?

A: Ship!

T: Right, but ship is destroyed. How can we describe it in other words? ( show the word ‘a _________ ship’ ) 

A: crash?

T: The answer is wrecked.
(Write the word on the board)
T: The word ‘wreck’ is the same meaning as ‘destroy’ or ‘crash’. It can be used as both verb and noun. A wreck is something such as a ship, car, plane, or building which has been destroyed, usually in an accident.
CCQ

T: If your car is wrecked, is it in good shape?
Ss: No
If plane is destroyed, what does it called?
Ss: wreck!
2. Prediction

instructions
Here are some pictures.  Look at them.
(Show the pictures one by one. Do not identify them. 
Ask some questions to the students, during the showing

some pictures .)

- what is he/ she doing?
-Where are they?

-How does they look like? Be happy?
(I will write down the words of students on the board.)     

Now, let’s start to listen to our topic, Parenting. 
This is the conversation between A and B about parenting. Check your predictions as you listen to speakers.

Instructions

T: Now, I will start to turn on the CD player. Please, put your pens down and listen carefully. 
CCQ

What is their relationship?

How does father feel now?
 What do they think about their problems?

 What is speaker’s attitude in each conversation?

Check answers : 

-Go through these above questions one by one

 eq \o\ac(□,*) If they could not give correct answers.

→ replay the CD player.

 eq \o\ac(□,*)  If they could give correct answers.

→ Confirm the answers.

2. Listening for details
Instructions 
T: Now listen to the conversations again.
Please find out the answers on the worksheet as you listen. 
Work individually.

CCQ
What are you supposed to do?
Are you working alone?

(Distribute the worksheet #2 and play CD)
Do you need to listen again?

· Yes → Play conversation 1 again.

· No → Play conversation 2.

T: Now compare the answers next person. I will give you two minutes
 Check answers : 

T: Have you finished? OK, please check your answers together.  Speak up answers one by one. 
(Listen to the CD one last time. If there is anything missing, pause the CD player right there and let students say it out loud.)

	Procedure:

1. Free Production(다른 것도 생각해보기 자유로운 토론)
Instructions 

T: What are some of the greatest challenges that face parents when raising children in today's world?
Ss: money? control?
T: If you’re parents, how will you deal with? 

Ss: It sounds difficult

T: Right, so from now on, we suppose that we’re parents.
Given a situation that teen might suffer, each team should give an advice using modal verb such as ‘had better’, ‘should’.
Demonstration
Situation: My daughter got ‘D’ in mid-term test. I am nervous at the thought that my daughter might fail in final-term exam. What would I advise to my daughter?

Possible advice: You had better study hard, or you’ll fail this term.

T: Please make in groups with 4. I’m going to give out one situation that your imaginary daughter suffers. Discuss with your group. You have 10minutes
CCQ 

What do you do? 
Are you working in pairs? 
How much time do you have? 
(Teacher monitors Ss getting around them.)
T: There an one minute left. 

T: Can you come out and present group’s advice in front of the classroom? 

(Teacher chooses some groups for presenting their advices)

2. Conclude lesson
Elicit today’s vocabularies what they learn today
Give homework

Write about your own trouble and try to find solution.
Good job today. See you next week!

Aims:


- Students will learn vocabulary for troubles and expressions for giving advices by finding appropriate answers on worksheet.


- Students will practice listening skill by guessing the main idea & specific things in the conversation.


- Students will be able to pick up the specific words from the whole conversations by answering on a     worksheet.


- Students will be able to discuss the situation and give the solution by interacting with group members.





Language Skills:





- Reading: Vocabulary worksheet, comprehension questions 


- Listening: Speakers’ short speech about parenting


- Speaking: Partner discussion to give advice within groups


- Writing: Homework (Write about your own trouble and try to find solution)





Language Systems:


Lexis: Vocabulary used in describing troubles and giving advices.


Grammar: Modal verb ( ‘had better’ and ‘would rather’) 


Function: Useful expression through the listening comprehension. 


                   Giving advices depending on the given situations.























Assumptions:





Students already know:





How the class is set up and run (It is usually divided into pairs.)


The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course


All students are high school 2nd grader 


Students learned modal verbs for giving advices.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions: 





-Students may not be able to get the some general information


⇒ Give some useful questions for understanding and play the CD again.


 


- Students may not be able to answer the questions on the worksheet.


⇒ Replay the CD, but chunk the listen to the right there. (pause-play-pause-play)





If time is short 


⇒ Make one or two groups present their advices. (Not all groups)





If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated


⇒ Ask as many students as possible about their own worry, and how to give advices.
