	Procedure:

T: Before we listen the conversation, let’s learn some new vocabulary.

Ⅰ. Vocabulary

If you want to use something, but it was not enough to everyone. What would you to do?

(Ss : answer)

Right. We have to give a call to THIS. We called to THIS to “reserve.”
(T write on the board and reads)

T: If you do the reservation, we can get power to use that. We have other word which has same meaning to reserve. Do you know what it is? 
(Ss : answer)

(T write on the board and reads)
T: Yes. “book” has a same meaning with reserve. You guys are brilliant!!

When you reserve or book to something, you can use that. We can find the word that means “can use”
(Ss answer)

(T write on the board and reads)

T: Right. Available means that you can use something. 

Have you ever gone to restaurant with your parents? Some Franchise restaurant has to give an extra pay. Do you know the word “extra charge”? 

Yes. It is “tax”.

(T write on the board and reads)

T: We have last word to start.

If you buy a pencil with 5000 won. What do you feel? If you buy an apple with 10 billion won. What do you think?

Yeah. when something has a large price, we can say….

(T write on the board and reads)

T: yes. “expensive”.
Now, we can understand every word in this listening.

	Procedure:

Ⅰ. Get ready to listen

(T write the guiding question on the board)

What does the man do?

Instruction

Listen to the file. Think about this question when you listen.

You have one minute. Think alone.

CCQ
What do you do during the listening?

Can you think with your friends?

(turn on the listening file)

T: OK. Do you listening carefully? Do you find the answer on the board? Who wants to answer the question?

(T picks who raise the hand and checks his answer)

Ⅱ. Scanning for Details

Instruction
Listen to the file. This time, you have to find the answer to the questions. You have 5 minutes. Work alone first, after that discuss your answer with your partner.
CCQ
What are you going to do?

Do you work alone only?

How much time do you use?

(turn on the file)

(Monitor discreetly)

T: you have 1 minute left!

Now, let’s check the answer together.

What is the answer for question number 1?

Do you agree with the answer?

(Same for questions 2 to 5)

(If there are any wrong answers, correct them with Ss)

Instruction
Listen to the file. Now you should detect mistakes between your worksheet and listening file as many as you can find. You have 5 minutes. Work with your group.

CCQ
Do you work alone?

How much time do you have?

How many mistakes should find?

(turn on the file)

(Monitor discreetly)

T: You have only 30 seconds left!!

OK. Let’s check the answer together. 

How many differences in there?
(Ss answer / T told them right answer.)

Which group find them all?

(Ss raise their hands or not)

OK. Let’s Listen for last time and check the right answer again.

Ⅰ. Free production
T: Can you do the reservation yourself?

Now, we are going to role-playing with your partner.

We have only 3 minutes.

Instruction
Give them to instruction sheet. One student will be a hotel clerk and the other will be customer. Read the instruction and do the role-play.

CCQ
How much time can we use?

What roles are there?
(distribute instruction sheets)

(Monitor  discreetly)

T: OK. Now we finish the work.

All you guys did excellent!!

If you have to reserve somewhere, can you do that?

(IF some students did error, T correct the errors)

Ⅱ. Feedback

T: Did you have fun today?

Did you learn how to reservation?

What will you say when you reservation?

Good job!

I hope you enjoyed today’s lesson.

Tomorrow, we will start a new chapter.

Language Skills:


Reading : detect mistakes worksheet, blanks work sheet, text


Speaking : role-playing with partner


Writing : Fill in the blanks


Listening : The listening file, the teacher’s explanation and partner playing





Language Systems:


Lexis : (reserve, book, available, tax, expensive)


Phonology : practicing new vocabulary


Function : speaking with partner for role-playing








Assumptions:
