	Aims:

· Main aim: To enable SS to improve their listening skills by having SS talk about “Blind Date”.
· Secondary aim: Ss will talk about blind date by doing matching idioms, dictation and engaging in a speed date.
· Personal aim: I want to improve fluency.


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Ss will read Idioms worksheets.
· Listening: Ss will listen to the speaker’s short speeches about themselves and what kind of partner they’re looking for.
· Speaking: Students will predict, compare answers within groups.

· Writing: Ss will engage in dictation.


	Language Systems:
· Lexis: Idioms used in describing people; personalities and various situations.
       (ex, jumped on the bandwagon and got the skinny jeans)
· Function: Self-PR and an advertisement for a lifetime partner.
· Grammar: None to discuss

· Phonology: None to discuss

· Discourse: Informal language used for figurative speaking (Idioms).


	Assumptions:
Students already know:

· How the class is set up and run (there will be 4 student groups at each table)

· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

· All students are single and college graduates(Age 23 and up)
· Most students have been on a blind date




	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
    Students may not understand the fast reading.
· Let them listen again in lower speed.

    Students may shy to talk about themselves.

· Give some simple model about introduce.

· Give some examples to explain characters.

Elicit

Where are they?

Can you guess what they are doing?

Yes, they are on a blind date.

CCQ

On a blind date, are you meeting someone you already know? (NO)

On a blind date, are you meeting someone new?(YES)

Grouping
Say “Blind” and “Date”.
All “Blind“ raise your hand then move to this side of classroom.
All “Date” raise your hand then move to this side of classroom.

A,b,c,d, you guys work in a group.

E,f,g,h, you guys work in a group.

(make 4 groups like this.)

Instruction

I’m going to give you 10 minutes.

In 10 minutes, you can match a sentence with an idiom.

Demonstration

For example, think about this sentence.

My parents, my brothers and I are all good at math. Which idiom has this meaning?
The answer is “it runs in our family”.

You can do it like this.

ICQ

What are you going to do?

Are you working individually?

How many minutes do we have?

Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask questions. 
Timing:5 minutes, 2 minutes, 30 seconds.

Time’s up. Now, I’m going to give you a sheet that you can write your answers.

I’m going to give you 1 minute.

ICQ

What are you going to do?

Are you working individually?

How many minutes do we have?

Timing: 30 seconds.  10 seconds. 

Time’s up.

Who is the tallest in your group? If you are the tallest, please come out to the board and write your answers.

Check answers

(If there’s enough time, let the students read the each sentences and answers. If it’s not, teacher can tell all the answers.)

(If there are some idioms students don’t understand, explain them)

From now on we’re going to have 3rd listening. This time A, please read the 3 sentences then B, read next 3 sentences. Then C and D doing this again. While this group read the script other groups go ahead to dictation.

(Let the first group read the script.)

Did you get more information?
Let’s talk about it.

Please tell me one thing about David.

(Let the Ss tell some information that they can have. Then do it again for other speakers.)
