	Language Skills:

· Reading: Ss will read the script of role-play.
· Listening: Ss will listen to the partner’s speech.
· Speaking: Ss will speak with their partner.
· Writing: Ss will make a script for role-play.

Can you take a present from someone?(YES)
Grouping
Let’s say ‘give’ and ‘take’. Every ‘give’s raise your hand. Then move to this part of classroom. Every ‘take’s raise your hand than move to this side of classroom.
Instruction

Let’s talk about the present that you want to get from others on your birthday. We can talk about what and why.
Demonstration

I want to get a bottle of anti-wrinkle cream for my birthday. Because these days I can see so many wrinkles in my face.

In 3 minutes, you can talk with your partner.

A,B you guys in a pair.  C,D you guys in a pair. (make the whole class into pairs)
ICQ

What are you going to do?

How many minutes do we have?

Are you working individually or in pairs?

(Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask questions.) 

Timing
1 more minute. 30 seconds. Time’s up. 

Present
(Ask a question for 5 students.)

A, Can you tell us what kind of present and why does your partner want for birthday?
(After 5 students present) Ok, please go back your original position.(While students moving prepare the wall chart)
