	Assumptions:

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Students may not be familiar with pronunciations, accents and intonations of the
Speakers.

· Play the audio file at least two times so the students can understand the speaker’s conversation better.

· Students may find difficulties picking up on  correct details from the listening .

· Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause) so they do not get confused.

· Some students may not be able to understand teacher’s English explanations when they do the vocabulary worksheet for the pre-activity.
· Try to use gestures and pictures more to help their understanding.

· If students finish their worksheets or activities earlier than anticipated.

·  Ask them to double check their answers and give many students a chance to 

Express their opinions and ideas.
