	Aims:

1. Main aim: I want to enable Ss to improve their grammar skills by having Ss practice the reported speech.
2. Secondary aim: Ss will practice the reported speech by having Ss change the direct speech to the reported speech, tell a story involving the reported speech, and do the reported speech into the direct speech.
3. Personal aim: I want to improve my time management.

  I want to adjust my teaching pace.

I want to learn to give Ss more proper ICQs and CCQs.
I want to speak louder.


	Language Skills:

- Reading: Ss will read many sentences of direct and reported speech.
- Listening: Ss will listen to short stories involving reported speech. 
- Speaking: Ss will talk about changing the direct speech to the reported speech, and vice versa.
- Writing: Ss will write many reported speech sentences.
Ss will create a story involving the reported speech.

	Language Systems:
- Lexis: Vocabularies
             (i.e. say, tell, ask, if, whether, that, to)
- Function: Question and answer
- Grammar: Reported speech
- Phonology: None to discuss
- Discourse: Changing the direct speech to the reported speech


	Assumptions:

Students already know:
- How the class is set up and run(there will be 3 or 5Ss groups/pairs at each table)

- The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

- Most Ss have ever studied the reported speech at least more one time. 


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Anticipated Problems

Solutions
Shy Ss hardly talk to at the beginning of the class.
↔
Give them some minutes to fill their spontaneity and teach without theme knowing that they are learning.
Dominant Ss frequently catch the talking time.
↔
Localize part of the class.
Ss may need more time to work on changing the reported speech to the direct speech

Cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having Ss write them on the board.
If time is short.
↔

Cut the post-activity short and only play 3times to do one time each group.
If Ss finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.

Do an SOS activity, ’Going to a party: Say vs. Tell’.

	Eliciting & Demonstrating
-I will show A picture of a woman with a speaking bubble and ask “What do you get any ideas?” This is my mom, my mom said, ”I hope you to have good luck on your microteaching.”(writing it on the board)
(asking one student to come up) “***, this morning, my mom gave a good word.”
(***: “What did she say?”) “My mom said that she hoped me to have good luck on my microteaching.”
(*** goes back the seat and I also write the sentence on the board: my mom said that she hoped me to have good luck on my microteaching.)

(pointing the speaking bubble) I will write ‘Direct speech’ beside.

(pointing the reported speech sentence) “What do we call it?”
“Yes, indirect speech. Is there another word?”
“Great. What are we talking about?”
(Boarding ‘Reported speech’)

CCQ:

“Can you say directly in the reported speech?”
“Can you say indirectly in the reported speech?
Modeling a substitution table:

-I will give some explanations about the reported speech in the deductive approach.
Grouping: Reported/ speech
- “’Reported’, raise your hand, please. ‘Reported’, bring your pen and get on this side of the room.”
- “’Speech’, raise your hand, please. ‘Speech’, get on the other side of the room and bring your pen.”
- (grouping 3Ss) You guys, one group.
(same for the rest of groups)
Instruction:
-(showing the worksheet) I want you guys to check the correct answer. You wil take 2minutes. In 2 min, you are going to work in group. 
 ICQ

-What are you going to do?
-How many minutes do you have?

-Are you working individually? In group?
Explicit ICQ

-Please, don’t start until I pass the paper all around and I say ‘go’.
-Are you going to start when I give the paper?
-Are you going to start when I say ‘go’?
-(after finishing hand-out) and say “Begin”
Monitor discreetly. Answer Ss if they ask questions. I will give time warning. But be flexible with time.
-“1min more, 30sec, 10sec, time’s up.”
Presenting:

-I will have each one of the group board the answer.

 “Who is youngest in your group? Come up and board.” (5 groups)
Ask Ss: Do you have any questions?
Go back to the original seat.

-“go back your seat.”

-I will give a wall chart for telling a story. I will change a direct speech sentence into the reported speech and tell a story involving the reported speech. 
CCQ:

Grouping:
- “(pairing 2ss) You guys, one group.”

-I want you guys to tell a story involving the reported speech. I want you to first a direct speech into the reported speech and then tell a story involving it. You will take 3minutes. In 3min, you are going to work in pair.
-ICQ:

Explicit ICQ:

	Demonstrating:
-I will give an example: I roll a dice, pick a piece of paper in one of the containers as the picking number (1or4 is an easy container, 2or5 is a medium container, 3or6 is a hard container), and change a reported speech into the direct speech in 10 seconds. 
Grouping: (easy/ medium/ hard)

- “’Easy’, raise your hand, please. ‘Easy’, stand here.”
- “’Medium’, raise your hand, please. ‘Medium’, stand here.”
-“’Hard’, raise your hand, please. ‘Hard’, stand here.”
Instruction:
-I want you to first roll a dice and pick a piece of paper in the container as the picking number.(showing containers: easy, medium, hard) And then all your group members read the sentence together. From that point, the others count 10 seconds. In 10 seconds, you should speak the direct speech. In 10 seconds, you are going to work in group.

 ICQ:
“What are you going to do?”
“How much time do you have?” 

“Are you going to work in group? 
 “Are you going to start when I say ‘Go’?”
-Start from ‘Easy’ group. “Begin”
Monitor students’ work. Answer if students ask questions. I will give time warning.
-counting 10 to 0 second.
Error correction:
- I said to him, “Please, don’t smoke in the room.”

(I said/told/asked him not to/ not that/ not if smoke in the room.
Ask Ss: Do you have any questions?
-“If there isn’t any question, let’s conclude my grammar micro-teaching.  Thank you for enjoying my class.
