1. Greeting

Good, I have one more question. Is there anyone who knows the history of Eiffel Tower? (Show Eiffel Tower #3)Today, we will talk about hidden history of Eiffel Tower. Are you ready?

1. Eliciting

Before reading the article, let’ learn some vocabularies related with it first.
(Show pictures #4)

How do we call Korea people? 

(Ss will answer and show the correct word)

How about Japan, China, and England?
(Ss will answer and show the correct word)

  Normally, we can add “-an” and “-es” but didn’t apply all countries.

* Parisian

See the picture. (show pictures #5) Can you guess what it means? We can call France people French and Paris citizen Parisians. It seems little bit coherence. 
(show the picture regarding steps #6)
Let see other word
* Monument

What kinds of words are synonyms?

(Ss answer)

Symbol and landmark have similar meaning to monument. Its exact meaning is a very old building or place that is important historically. 

* Tear down

How about this? Which words are synonyms?

(Ss answer or not)

It is little bit difficult. But “demolish, pull down, and destroy” are synonyms. It means completely destroy something.

* Transmit

It is difficult word. It means send in the form of electrical signals to a radio, television, etc.

Aims:





Students will improve their reading skills by reading and understanding passage.


To get the main idea by answering a guiding question.


To practice scanning and skimming by answering the worksheets.


To practice speaking and listening skill by sharing opinions with classmates








Language Skills:





Reading: Students will read the mid-leveled articles.


Listening: Students will listen to classmates’ opinions.


Speaking: Students will speak each other by doing group worksheets.


Writing: Students will write the answer on the worksheets.








Language Systems:





Lexis: Students will learn social vocabularies through the article.


Grammar: Usage of relative clause, Usage of past and perfect tense


Discourse: Students will share their thoughts of the questions and answers. 








Assumptions:





Students already know:


How the class is set up and run (class will be pair work)


The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course


They know basic vocabulary enough to read the article


They can make full use of their English enough to complete the worksheet











Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may not be able to read or understand sentence easily


Let them elicit the meaning until they get the gist of the sentence by explaining the word and giving an example.


Students may not be able to pick up details from the passage


Follow the task-feedback circle: Let students pick up important words and read the sentence that includes the picked up word. And check if it is related with the questions.


Students may need more time to read or do worksheets


Give students some more time and help them


If students finish their task earlier than anticipated


Provide one more similar article
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
