Ⅰ. Vocabulary

 (Ss : answer)

Right. When we see the aggressive person we can say violent.
(T write on the board and reads)

T: Next one is very difficult word. Park geun hye is the head of this. Do you know “this”?
(Ss : answer)

(T write on the board and reads)
T: Yes. Government has same meaning of administration. You guys are really smart!!

T: when you walk the street, and fall down. You must feel pain. But you don’t say ‘ouch’. Why? In this situation, we can guess your character. Because you are~?
(Ss answer)

(T write on the board and reads)

T: Right. Patience means, you can endure something or pain. 
T: (Do the action & draw picture)

T: What am I doing?

Yes. It is “stabbing”.
(T write on the board and reads)

T: When you go to a beach, You make a sand castle. But wave ruin your castle. What does wave do?
(T write on the board and reads)

T: Right, It is destruction
Now, we can understand every word in this text.

CCQ
What are you going to do?

Do you work alone only?

How much time do you use?

(allow five minutes)

(Monitor discreetly)

T: you have only 1 minute left!

Now, let’s check the answer together.

What is the answer for question number 1?

Do you agree with the answer?

(Same for questions 2 to 5)

(If there are any wrong answers, correct them with Ss)
