	Procedure:
1.Recall

Did you find out their plans? What are they going to do?

(Students answer)

Now I want you to make 3 groups and try to discuss what the plan is about. I’ll give you 3minutes and afterwards we’ll discuss as whole class.

(Let students discuss and monitor discreetly. After 3 minutes let groups take turns to tell you the story of planner.)

2.Reflect

Great job guys! Can you tell me What are they going to do?
(Try eliciting more questions from students to pull out the rules of meaning of the Simple future tense.

Some possible questions:

‘Is Ann going to play Tennis?’
‘What is Bill going to do?’
‘Who are going to go shopping?
‘Is sally going to play golf?’)
 Can anyone make sentence like this?

(Let   Ss answer the sentence and  Write down on the board)
 What do you see in the form of this sentence?

(Let students tell of each word and write the part of speech/form under the sentence)

 What is the subject? What is the verb? What is the main verb? What is it before the verb? How about the rest of the sentence? It will be place.
3.Conclude
Meaning

Great job guys! We have just learned simple future tense.

(Write the simple future tense on the board)

OK. Let’s talk about the meaning of the simple future tense.

What is difference between be going to and will?

Use be going to+ base verb for plans you’ve decided on.
Use will+ base verb for possible plans before you’ve made a decision.

(Draw a timeline)

I decided to do it            I’m going to do it

Something is going to happen.  It is clear now that it is sure to happen.
For example, Matt is going to spend his vacation in Hawaii.
CCQ
Is he in Hawaii now?(N)
Did he decide to go to Hawaii?(Y)
Can we know whether he has ever been to Hawaii before through this question?

We don’ know exactly because this question gives us information his future plan.
Form
OK.  The simple future tense form is be going to + base verb. To make a negative simple future tense sentence is be not going to+ base verb.

(Write down the form

S+ be going to+  base verb, S +be not going to + base verb)

Assumptions:


 Students already know:

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may have a hard time drilling


: Teacher gives the students more chances to practice.





There may not be enough time to complete the lesson


: cut off the time of post activity discussion





Students may need more time to do worksheets


: be flexible with the time as giving student more time to finish their worksheets
