Do you remember what we had learned in the last class?

For example, can we say, a water? two rings? a furniture?

two apples, two coffees? Etc..
Yes, you can only use a or add –s to count nouns.
Also, non-count nouns do not have plural forms.
Contextualization
Do you have a fridge at home?

Let’s try to remember what you have in the fridge.

Can anyone want to tell what you have in your fridge?
If Ss said non-count nouns like water, milk, ask them if they have much.
If Ss said count nouns like apples, pears, peaches, ask them if they have many.

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Aims:


Students will predict the usage of many and much by looking picture and listening to teacher’s story in the class.


Students will know the form by teacher’s explanation and substitution table.


Students will practice much and many by answering CCQ questions and completing the worksheets.


Students will practice speaking and listening ability by sharing and presenting ideas.





Language Skills:


Reading: reading worksheets to answer questions
