Good.  ooo what did just say? Can you repeat the sentence? 

Let’s read it together. (‘He might be having linch.’)

-‘Perhaps she knows’ 

How can you change this sentence by using may or might? 

Good. ooo can you say the sentence one more time? 

Let’s read it together.  (‘He might know’)

Aims:


- Ss will be able to use may or might to write sentences by doing worksheet. 


- Ss will be able to use may or might to speak their opinions by doing free production activity.
