Drill

Substitution drill

1. We use –er ,est for short words(1syllable)such as long, old , nice .
2. We  also use –er,est for two-syllable words that end in-y ,but in this case drop the y and add –ier,iest like noisy, busy, crazy.
3. We use more,most for longer words(two syllables or more ) and not ending in y.  Don’t add –er, est Such as dangerous, expensive, comfortable
4. There are some exceptions: good, bad, far, and fun are adjectives that don't follow the rules when making the comparative and superlative form. 

5. After comparatives you can use “than”.
