(Pre-teach vocabularies and phrases)

Elicit(hustle and bustle)
While your town is preparing a parade or festival, how is your atmosphere? (busy and excited and noisy)
How could you say it? 

Can you fill  in the blank?

Write the word on the board

Analyze

‘hustle and bustle’ indicates busy and excited activity and situation. 
Let’s repeat after me

Concept check questions

Can you concentrate on your work with all hustle and bustle going on around you? (no)
Elicit(get rid of)

(suggest pictures)
What are they doing? 

What can you say in other words?

Write the word on the board
Analyze

‘get rid of’ is the same meaning with ‘remove’
It is to make yourself free of somebody/something that is annoying you or that you do not want, throw something away
Concept check questions

Can you get rid of your stress?

What can you do if you want to get rid of your stress

Elicit(be engaged)

How should I say someone is going to get married?
What can you do before marriage? (be/get engaged)

Write the word on the board

Analyze

Someone who is engaged in or engaged on a particular activity is doing that thing.
We normally use this expression to say agreement to get married

Concept check questions

(example sentence : She’s engaged to peter)

In this sentence, are they going to marry?

	Procedure:

The order of activity
1 Put students into pairs.
2 Give the role cards to students in each pair 
3 Students do role play the situation.
4 Now hand out the second half of the activity. Students write the dialogue they have just been roleplaying.
5 One pair acts out their dialogue for the rest of the class

2. negotiation
Instructions

Now you will do negotiation activity according to your role card with your partner. Each person has different aims or intentions and tries to reach an agreement. And find out the negotiation(comprise) with your partner. I will give you 5 minutes
Demonstration

Encourage my student to debate and make it interesting. Tell them to use their imagination and try to persuade the other person and make the successful negotiation. 
(Pre-teach expressions)
What makes a good negotiator?

To negotiate with somebody, you need some skills.

First, request or demand your needs or interest politely. Is there any expression to ask a favor politely? (by writing on the board)

EX) Could you drive me home? 

May I ask you a favor?

(refuse something politely

EX) I can’t right now, but maybe later

I can’t at that time, but I’ll help you with something else later)

Second, tolerate the disagreement and find the best plan

To do it, it is good way to attach a condition.

In my case, my mother said  if you call me in advance, I will delay the curfew.

Concept check questions

How much time do you have?
What do you try to find?
(Discretely monitor Ss making sure they are following the rules and also jot down mistakes in language Ss use)
Now I will hand out worksheet and write down your dialogue. Practice your dialogue because you are going to present it in front of  people.
I will give you 5 minutes

Concept check questions

What do you do?

(hand out the paper and monitor discretely)

Point Ss and make them present their dialogue and give feedback

Aims:

Students practice speaking skill by presenting their dialogues








Language Skills:


Listening: Listening to teacher’s instructions, listening to each other during the activity


Speaking: conversation with partner, presentation about the negotiation.,


Reading: reading sentences in a role card


Writing: writing the dialogue





Language Systems:


Lexis: vocabularies written on the role cards and phrases used in a negotiation


Function: being able to negotiate with somebody


Phonology: pronunciation related to vocabulary word








Assumptions:


Students are active.


Students are familiar with role plays and how it works.


Students have speaking skill enough to do pair work.











Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students might not get the meaning of the vocabulary words.


Use similar words or pictures to explain.


Students may take longer than expected and the lesson might take too long.


Cut down the pre-activity or cut down the class discussion time.
