· Main aim: To practice listening to real-life speech of people of various accents  
· Secondary aim: To learn vocabulary and expressions for describing one’ character and relationships by completing an idioms matching worksheets 
· Personal aim: To know real-life of people


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Idioms worksheets.
· Listening: Speaker’s short speeches about themselves 
· Speaking:  Prediction, comparing answers within groups
· Writing: Creating speaker’s profile


	Language Systems:
· Lexis: Idioms used in describing people’s personalities and various situations.
· Function: Self-PR and an advertisement for a lifetime partner.

	Assumptions:
Students already know:

· How the class is set up and 
· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

· All students are single and college graduates(Age 23 and up)
· Most students have been on a blind date


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
    Students may not be able to follow the passage easily 
· Let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content
    Students may not be able to understand idioms
· Let them use their dictionary if they want to use  
If time is short

· Cut post-activity discussion short and only 2-3 students to share their opinions about what most important in a lifetime partner.  

If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated, 

· Ask as many students as possible about their idea of a good partner for life, and differences between what they want in a date and what they want in a spouse

Demonstration

Look at #1 “I have deep desire to do something or are waiting to do something.”  This sentence has the meaning A “looking forward to”. So put the letter A in the box next to number 1.
