students.




	Language Skills:

-Reading: Students will read the dialogue out loud with each other.

-Listening: Students will listen to each others' short presentations on itinerary schedules

-Speaking: Students will present their ideas to the class.

-Writing: Detail; students will write a post-card to their loved ones about their trip.

	Assumptions:

Students already know:

-How the class is set up and run (students will be in pairs)

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

: Students may not be able to pronounce the name of certain countries/capitals

-The teacher will use repetition and drills

:Students may have a hard time creating structured dialogue

-Teacher will provide a sample dialogue at the beginning of the class; Modeling

CCQ: 

-Is traveling something you can do with a friend?

-Do you think traveling is cheap?

Ok, class! For our first activity we are going to do a matching worksheet. 

You are supposed to match countries and their capitals.

You will be working in groups, and I will give you 5 minutes to complete the activity.

Demonstration:

Let's do a quick example: Please take a look at the map. 

Amy, could you tell me what the capital of Canada is?

Yes, Amy! That's right!

Ok, so let's get started. Can everyone repeat after me? Country, Capital, Travel.

(Put them in groups)

-So, what will we be doing?

-Please do not start the worksheet, or look at it, until I say the word “start”.

-Are you going to look at or touch the worksheet before I say start?

Distribute worksheets

Start!

Monitor discreetly. Answer any questions students may have.

Give time warning. Give one more minute if students need it.

Get students to board answers.
