	Aims:

-Main Aim: To enable students to improve their vocabulary skills by using compound words (noun + noun formations, closed style)
-Secondary Aim: Ss will create a story using compound words and present it to the class.
-Personal Aim: I want to adjust my speaking speed and clarity to the level of the class.



	Language Skills:

-Reading: Students will read and match compound words

-Listening: Students will listen to short presentations on compound words and comic strips
-Speaking: Students will present their ideas/answers to the class
-Writing: Students will form compound words and write a comic strip



	Language Systems:

-Phonology: None to discuss
-Lexis: Compound Words
-Function: None to discuss

-Grammar: Noun + Noun formation 

-Discourse: None to discuss




	Assumptions:

Students already know:

-How the class is set up and run (students will be in pairs)

-The teacher's style of teaching and the pace of the course

-Students have a working knowledge of simple compound words such as homework, snowman, and baseball



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

: Students may not be familiar with certain compound word formations
-The teacher will allow the use of a dictionary if needed; the teacher will guide and aid students in vocabulary discovery
:Students may have a hard time creating their own compound words
-Teacher will provide a sample formation at the beginning of the class; Modeling

	Elicit the word 'compound word'

· Let’s look at the example on the board.
· What word can you guess based on the picture?
Put up visual (snow+man)
Model “snowman”
What do we call a noun + noun formation?

For example: home+work; homework!

Yes! That’s right! It’s a compound word!

CCQ: 

-Is a compound word an adjective plus an adjective?
-Do you form a compound word by putting two nouns together to form one word?
Ok, class! For our first activity we are going to do a matching worksheet. 

You are supposed to match a noun in the left column with a noun on the right to make a compound word. 
You will be working in groups, and I will give you 5 minutes to complete the activity.

Demonstration:

Let's do a quick example: Please take a look at the board. 
Amy, could you make a compound word using the root “snow”?
Yes, Amy! That's right!

Ok, so let's get started. Can everyone repeat after me? Com-pound-word!
(Put them in groups)

ICQ

-So, what will we be doing?

-Are we working individually?

-How much time do you have?

-Please do not start the worksheet, or look at it, until I say the word “start”.

-Are you going to look at or touch the worksheet before I say start?

Distribute worksheets

Start!

Monitor discreetly. Answer any questions students may have.

Give time warning. Give one more minute if students need it.

Get students to board answers.

Let's take a look at this example I have prepared for you!

Are we working in pairs? 

How much time do we have?

Please don’t touch the paper or start before I say “go”. 
Are you going to touch the paper before I say go? Are you going to start before I say go?

Ask students to present their comic strip to the class.
