	Aims:

-To enable students to improve their listening skill by postcard, 

role-play, and flight delay notice 
-Students will listen and catch the important information from a delay notice,

& students will improve communication ability by warmer and role-play
-I want to adjust my speaking speed to the level of the learner


	Language Skills:

-Speaking: discussion on postcard writing(s-s), role-play activity(s-s) ; feedback to guiding questions in lead in(t-s)
-Writing: writing postcard, dictation on flight delay notice
-Listening: flight delay notice (by CD/human player), role-play(s-s), lead in(t-s), warmer(s-s)
-Reading: Worksheet A, B and postcard


	Language systems:
-Lexis: throughout the worksheets
-Function: two key expression phrases (experience and plan)
-Discourse: T-s interaction and s-s interaction (lead in, warmer, role-play)


	Assumptions about students: 
-Students have a direct/indirect experiences of a trip abroad.


	Possible Problems and Solutions:
-Some students have no experience of writing postcard.
*Solution: prepare sample postcard

-Some students may have hard time in dictation.

*Solution: repeating human player two times more & chunk the script

-Prepared all activities were finished too early, 
*Solution 1.; Have students tell their experience of the trip abroad.
*Solution 2.: Use SOS activity plan.

	Hi, class! How are you doing today?
Have you ever made a trip abroad?

(Teacher repeat same question to two or three students and they answer)

Ok, Good.

(Teacher show the pictures of several countries and say)

Which is the most interesting places of it ? -and why?

(Teacher point out some students one by one and elicit answers)

Ok, now, We will listen two scripts today.
Before listening, we will write a postcard to your friends.

	Teacher write three key expressions on the board as follows,

*I’m planning to ……………….

*Have you heard of …………..

*Please give my best wishes to………….

Divide students in three groups

Give blank papers to each students

Have students choose one postman for each group

Instruction
Give three minutes to write postcard
Students have to use all three key expressions in the postcard.

Students may use their nickname instead of address.

Students can discuss how to write with each other

ICQ
1. How much time do you have?

2. Can you use your nickname? 

3. Do you work alone?

Explicit ICQ

1. Will you use three expression?

After writing, each postman/woman delivers postcards 

In turn, students read delivered postcard loudly
T: “Ok, Good job. Next, we will do role-play.”

	*Role-play

Hand in worksheet A to students

Allot a role to students in pair

Seat students to see each other face to face
Instruction
In turn, each pair mimic telephone calling in dialogue

Give one minute for students to think about words to the blanks in dialogue.

Explicit ICQ

      1.What are you going to do?          
Ss: - thinking about words to the blanks in dialogue
.
T: “Ok, Good Next step is listening and dictation”
* Listening and dictation  (Delay Notice)
Play CD player/Human player
Teacher ask students about what they caught from 1st listening (eliciting)
Teacher do CCQ for some words elicited from students

(eg., departure, coupon, etc.)

Teacher hand in worksheet B to each student

Instruction
Give the words from 2nd listening to numbered blanks in worksheet B.
Play CD player/human player again

T: “Any volunteers for the answers?”
Have volunteers write the answers on the board
Close
Check the answers on the board

Have students compare their answer with each other and one on the board

· “Make short dialog with three key expressions in pair by next class”
Announce the topic/subject of next class

Teacher show one picture to students
In turn, pairs tell about the characteristics of the country.

If any pair say the same thing again, the game will be over and teacher will change the picture with another and continue
