	Aims:

-Main: Students will improve their grammatical ability in the subjunctive mood by expressing a wish or supposition.
-Secondary: Students will express a wish or supposition by writing dialogs,  making sentences, using the subjunctive mood respectively. 
-Personal: I want to adjust my teaching pace to the level of the learner.


	Language Skills:

-Speaking: Students will discuss with each other for making dialogs and sentences (s-s)
-Writing:  Students will make dialogs, sentences, in the subjunctive mood.
-Listening: Students will improve their listening skill by discussion of making dialogs, and sentences (s-s), and instruction (t-s).
-Reading: Students will read worksheets, and wall charts. 


	Language systems:
-Lexis: Students will have wide vocabulary of English from the expressions of the subjunctive mood.
-Function: Students will learn the use of some words for expressing a wish or supposition.
-Discourse: Students will have understanding of relation between two sentences in dialogs.
-Grammar: Students will learn how the words interact with each other within the sentences of the subjunctive mood.
-Phonology: Don’t discuss.


	Assumptions about students: 
-Students already have basic knowledge on the subjunctive mood
-Students need to make the use and the meaning of the subjunctive mood clearer.


	Possible Problems and Solutions:
-Some students have not learned about the subjunctive mood.
*Solution: Give a brief explanation of the subjunctive mood to them before activity.
-Some students will have difficulty in answering questions in worksheets and making dialogs/sentences.

*Solution: Demonstrate sample sentences and dialogs with wall charts.
-Prepared all activities were finished too early, 
*Solution: Use SOS activity plan.

Run:
1. Hand out numbering card for each student and give just one minute.
2. Students do the activity, while teacher monitors it.
3. Timing: “You have 30 seconds, 10 seconds and time’s up.”
4. Randomly call a number from the wall chart C and have  students present the sentences they made.
Error correction :
“Can you correct this sentence?”
