	Aims:

       2. Secondary aim- Students will talk about colors by having students express themselves as one color, compare two colors and describe a character to partners with colors.
3. Personal aim- I want to reduce my commentary and increase STT


	Language Skills:
-Listening:  The students will listen to their partners.
-Speaking: They will express themselves with colors.
                  They will compare colors.
The students will describe themselves to the others.
-Writing:     Students will write down colors that can express themselves on the board
-Reading:  Students will understand the meaning of sentences in wall chart on the board.
Language Systems:

-Lexis: Various colors that can express themselves
-Function: description and comparison

-Grammar: The comparative form

-Discourse: describe a character
-Phonology:  None to discuss 


	Assumptions:
Students already know :

-How the class is set up and run

-They know various colors

-Students can describe a character’s appearance to others.

-Students can understand their partner’s description
-Students have ever used the white board.




	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
- P : Students may not be able to follow my instruction easily

- S : I try to make a good voice clarity and can repeat my instruction
- P : Students may need more time to work on each activity

- S : If it takes longer than anticipated, cut checking all students’ answers and reduce
       my commentary

- P :  If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,

- S :  Ask as many as possible about their idea and use SOS activity.
- P : If some students hesitate to come write on the board, I can push them to hurry using tight timing for time management.
