	Aims:
· Main aim: to enable students to improve their speaking skills by having students discuss and make up a story. 
· Secondary aim: Students will talk about mystery by having students match the mysteries, making a story, and find the mysteries.
· Personal aim: I want to improve my ICQ’s and gestures.


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Students will read the definition and the story.
· Listening: Students will listen to others’ stories.
· Speaking: Students will predict and discuss a story within groups.
· Writing: Students will make up a story.


	Language Systems:

· Lexis: None to discuss
· Function: Find mysteries
· Grammar: None to discuss
· Discourse: Make a story
· Phonology: None to discuss


	Assumptions:

· The students know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.
· Some students already know the meaning of mystery.

· Some students have heard about the mysteries.
· Some students might have trouble to match the definition.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Anticipated problems

Solutions

· Students may need more time to work on making up a story
If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut main-activity reading the real story short by having two students read it.
· If there is not enough time to present the mysterious story,
Do not write the numbers on the board to cut answer-checking short.
· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,
Make students present as many mysteries as possible on the picture.
· If time is short,

Cut answer-checking short in post activity.

	Eliciting
(Show the pictures of Dead Sea)

What do you see in the picture?

What is she doing?

Where is she?

Is she splashing?
She’s not splashing, but she’s floating on the sea reading a newspaper.

Can you do that?

Do you know the name of the sea?

This is Dead Sea between Jordan and Israel. Unbelievably, people can float on the sea without splashing.

(Show the picture of UFO)

What do you see in the picture?

Where can you see it?

Do you know where an UFO comes from?
Does it exist?
Some people say Yes and some say No. We don’t know where it comes from and even we don’t know if it exists.
There is a figuration or evidence, but we don’t know exactly about it. 

How do you call those things?

· Is mystery something you know exactly?

Matching Definitions

Creative Grouping

(Write the pronunciation of Mystery and divide it by syllable like “Mys/ter/y”)

Make the student say each syllable one by one.
Make 3 groups of 5-6 students each

All the Mys, raise your hand and come to this side, All the Ter, raise your hand and come to the other side and all the Y, come to the middle. 
Come close to all your group members. Make your desks like this.
(Put the illustration of seat arrangement on the board)

Now, I’ll give you cards. There are the name of mysteries and the definitions on the cards. You’re going to read the definitions and match with the right mysteries.

(Put the definition of UFO on the board)
For example, the definition is “An identified flying object” and I can guess it is an “UFO”. 
Then, I can match the definition with the word “UFO”
(Put the word “UFO ” next to the definition)
