· Main aim: to enable students to improve their reading skills by having students talk about dream reading.

Instructions

Now, I will give each team a different picture and the picture is someone’s dream. I will also give you some dreams with the meanings. Now, you are a dream reader. Read the meanings of the dreams and interpret the dream based on the texts.
Demonstration

(Show the example picture with interpretation)

For example, in my picture, a girl has wings and her tooth fell out. Then, I can read the meanings of teeth and wings. “Falling out teeth” means “losing something or someone” and “wings” means “flying to new locations or gaining knowledge.”
So, I interpreted the dream it means “you’ll lose all your money that you have to move to a small village.”
Work in groups. I will give you 5 minutes.
