the nouns in the classroom, creating the travelling story using nouns, and 

enjoying cross puzzle.
- Personal Aim: I want to improve time management, to be confident, to speak 

Clearly and to use explicit CCQ.                


	Language Skills:

- Reading: Ss will read idiom matching cards.
- Listening: Students will listen to other student’s questions and answers.
- Speaking: Ss will ask about love and talk about Valentine’ Day.

- Writing: Ss will write down meaning of the idioms.


	Language Systems:

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Solutions

Students may need more time to work on the activities 
If it takes longer than 5 minutes, Cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers

If time is short for students.

Cut post activity time short and only ask 2~3 students about their answer.

Students may finish their tasks earlier than anticipated. 

Ask as many students as possible about their own remedy and do SOS activity.

(Show the students noun cards- Bus, Car, Mountain, River, Milk, Rice, Love)
Can you tell me whether this one is countable or uncountable? 
CCQ

Is air a countable noun?  (No!)

Is air an uncountable noun? (Yes!)

Good!
Grouping
Say “countable” and “uncountable” and “noun” to 13 students.

All “countable”, raise your hand then move to this side of classroom.

All “uncountable”, raise your hand then move to this side of classroom.
All “noun”, raise your hand then move to this side of classroom.

(Make 3 groups with 4~5 students in each group.)

<Find the countable and uncountable things in the classroom>
Giving instructions

I’ll give you some countable and uncountable noun worksheets. Then each group, find 10 uncountable and 10 uncountable things in the classroom. 
Make 10 sentences with them. 

For example 
There are pens and there is a glass of water in the classroom( Modeling)
I’ll give you 3 minutes.
