	Aims:

· Main aim: To enable Ss to improve their speaking skills by having Ss talk about the 
great inventions.
· Secondary aim: Ss will talk about invention by having Ss brainstorming any words and sentences from the words ‘invention’, matching timeline and thinking about the most and the least important invention and engaging in making their own inventions.
· Personal aim: I want to reduce my commentary and improve my time management, ICQ’s and CCQ’s.



	Language Skills:
· Reading: Ss will read the descriptions about 10 remarkable inventions.
· Listening: Ss will listen to the explaining of their group members.
· Speaking: Ss will speak while brainstorming, matching timeline and presenting the ideas.
· Writing: Ss will write some words and sentences after brainstorming and write more          about the most and the least important invention according to their ideas.




	Language Systems:
· Lexis: vocabularies used in describing various kinds of inventions
· Function: none to discuss
· Grammar: none to discuss

· Discourse: none to discuss
· Phonology : none to discuss



	Assumptions:

Students already know:
· how the class is set up and run (there will be 3 groups ) 
· the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
· how to express their ideas and opinion in English
· most students have done matching sentence cards.



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to understand the meaning of key vocabulary

→ Give them a further examples and clues
· Students may not be able to explain their ideas while brainstorming
→ Let his/her partner help friend   
· Students may need more time to work on the writing their ideas
→ If it takes longer than 3 minutes, find a student who is already done and let him present his ideas (while he presents, the other ss can finish writing)
· If time is short
→ Cut post activity, drawing my invention short ( 2-3 ss in group must have a chance to explain what they drew but if there is no enough time, find volunteers who want present his/her ideas )
· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,
→ Ask as many students as possible about their own inventions and let them freely talk about the ideas

Instruction
You are going to talk more about the invention with your friend next to you. I’ll make you pair up. Giri, Claire! You guys are pair.

I’ll give these brainstorming worksheets to each pairs. You are going to see the word ‘invention’ on it. What word comes to your mind when you see the word ‘invention’? I’ve got Thomas Edison and lightbulb here. Freely talk about the invention with your partner and write down any words or sentences on the mind map as possible. You can even draw more circles and fill in them. Remember you’ll have 3minutes.
Demonstration  
I’ll show you an example. Take a look at the board and tell me whose name on it. What word comes to your mind when you see this name? Tell me any words or sentences you can think of when you see this name. Ben reminds me the word ‘TESOL’ and ‘teacher’, so I wrote them down on it. What else?

	1.Completing the Timeline of Invention 
Eliciting
Everyone, can you guess when I was born? Do you want to know more about me? I’ll let you know. ( Paste the timeline of Joy on the board) Take a look at this. This is all about me!! I was born in 1984 and I was studying industrial design in 2003, I got married last year. Finally I am studying TESOL with my fabulous friends at Times Media! Do you know what this is called? Yes, right! This is Timeline. Specifically, this is timeline of Joy.
CCQ

Does timeline display a daily routine?

→ No

Does timeline display a  year of events?
→ Yes
Instruction
I’m going to divide you into three groups.  I gave you small pieces of paper when you come into the classroom today. Right? Let’s open it up! The letters on your paper you have are representing your group. Who has ‘in’? Who has ‘ven’? and ‘tion’? ‘In!’ you guys should sit this side of the classroom and ven! You are going to sit in the middle, tion! Please come and sit here!
How many syllables are in the word ‘invention? Yes, there are 3 syllables. Good!
You are going to get these three sets of cards from the teacher, one is for description, one is for picture and one is for the year! They are all about remarkable inventions that were made from the 16th century to the 21st century. What you are going to do is match the cards and order which was invented first and which was invented last. Discuss with your group members the time order of those inventions. You’ll have 4 minutes to talk about it.
Demonstration

I’ll show you an example. I think an American inventor Thomas Edison invented the lightbulb in 1879. So I matched three of those cards like this.

(Cover all the answers up.)

Group ‘in’ has the most point! Congratulations!

2. The most and the least important inventions

Asking questions
What do you think the most important invention, Neil? You can pick any kinds of inventions you like. Could you explain why you chose that item? 
This time, Hailey, What do you think the least important invention? And why?
Thank you, Min and Hayley.
Instruction
I’ll give you a sheet of paper to each of you. I want you to think about the most and the least important inventions and write down the ideas and the reason why you chose those items. You can pick any inventions that you like and dislike. I’ll give you 2minutes. 
Demonstration
I’ll tell you my ideas first. (I think the mobile phone is the most important invention of all. The mobile phone connects me to people wherever I am and in my case, I think the alarm clock is the least important invention. Because I hate listening to its sound early in the morning. It’s so annoying.)
