	Language Skills:

Listening- the students will listen to peers’ letters.
Reading- the students will read fill-in-the blanks worksheets.
Writing – the students will write a letter to their partners. 
Speaking- the students will share the stories (letters, past life) each other 


	Language Systems:

Lexis- fill in the blanks and complete sentences.
Function- none to discuss
Grammar- learning simple tenses(past, present, future)
Discourse- writing a letter by using words’ simple tenses’
Phonology- none to discuss 


	Assumptions:
              Students already know:

              How the class is set up and run 
              The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
              Most students are single and college graduates

              Some students are aware of simple tenses. 


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
               Students may not be able to understand some of words in the sentences while working on fill-in-the blank work sheet.
-> Monitor carefully and let students raise their hands if they have questions during reading sentences.
               Students may not be familiar with simple tenses.
-> Provide CCQ and Eliciting.
        Students may need more time to work on writing a letter.
-> If it takes longer than 5 minutes, share the story with only 1/2 instead of more people speaking.
          If time is short
-> Cut post-activity short and only ask 1-2 students to share their thoughts. 
        If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated
-> Ask as many students as possible about their ideas and do SOS activity.
