· Flash cards of people and objects in the story
· A beach ball for a main activity 2
· Numbering, cut and paste worksheet (one for each student)



	Aims/Objectives:
· Students will discover the fact that we should keep the promise through the story.
· Students will practice asking questions to one another in group
· Students will remind the story and get used to the sentences in the story when they cut and glue the lines in the word balloons.
· Ss will be able to catch the meaning “Let’s V” “You promised~” by listening to a story and participating in classroom activities,



	Assumptions:
· The students have practiced a lot of phonics and will be able to answers to the clues in main activity2.

· Students have learned “fairy, ball, share, and frog”.

· The students have been in English class long enough to respond to questions related to their own lives (questions about their friends).




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
Lesson ends earlier than expected

             Ts ask more questions and play game one more.
Lesson takes longer than expected
Ts make activity shorten and ask fewer questions
Students may be unable to tell their own stories in the beginning.  
Revert to easier questions about their friends.

	Eliciting/guiding Questions
Ask students how many friends they have.
“Do you have friend?”
“How many friends do you have?”
“Have you ever broken your promises?”

“What did you do?”

Share your experience with the students and let a few of them share their own experiences.

	Ask Ss “Who is King?” (Showing pictures)
Introduce today’s vocabulary and elicit the meaning from Ss

Ask CCQs after your presentation:  Can servant share foods with the princess?  What is a princess’s mother called?  What is a princess’s father called?

	Activity 1

Practice
Have the students practice asking “Will you promise me?”
Read the Story

Read the story with an expressive voice and change your voice for the different roles.  Make big gestures and get the students to follow some of them (open the door, I promise, Let’s play together).  Each time the frog princes ask to play with them to princess, let the class say “Let’s play together.”  Also, ask questions to the students and get them to guess about what will happen next.  

Eliciting Questions Make these spontaneous to make the experience authentic for the children
Literal Questions

What did the princess lose?

What did the frogs eat for lunch?
Implied Questions

Was the princess sad when she lost the ball?

Why did the king say “You should keep the promise?
Interpretive Questions (After Reading)
What did you learn from the story?

Should we keep the promise with our friends?
What would you do if you’re the frog princes?

What would you do if you have a little food but there are many friends to share?

Activity 2 

Get the students into teams of four and Throw a ball (that divided into six parts) to each team. A person who catches the ball can guess what T asks. When S catches the ball, sees where the thumb is. The number where the thumb is the Question number.
Noticing/Wanting Demonstrate how to guess from 3 clues. Make it exciting when you answer to just 1 clue and get 3points and make them want to play the games themselves. 
Instructions: 
A person who does not have a ball cannot answer. (If there is a person who say something when it’s not his chance, -1). I’ll give you 3points for 1clue answer. (2clue-2points, 3clue-1point)
A team that has biggest points is winner.

 Play ‘rock, scissors, paper’ to see who goes first.
ICQs: How can we win?

          How many clues do you have?
          Can anyone answer to each clue?

	Noticing/Wanting Look at this!  I have all of this story’s pictures. I’ll be happy that you got them in orders again.  Can you help me find the order on your worksheet?

Instructions:  Show the children how to cut and glue the lines.  Give them the materials but make sure they are carrying and holding the scissors and glue correctly.

Run: Monitor the students and help guide any who are cutting or gluing incorrectly.

Close: Check the students work with a happy face.
OK! Did you have fun today?

We learned that we should keep the promise and share food and toys with friends.
Tomorrow we will make Finger puppets and role play.
