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" My Second Language Acquisition Experience "
Most Korean students are learning in similar ESL environment. Also, they take a lot of time to learn English. But, their language acquisition is not as satisfactory as expected. I will write about one teacher based on my experiences, and what I will be doing as a teacher in the future.
As I entered the middle school, English learning was focused more on grammar and reading. When I was 14 years old, once there was an English teacher who was characterized by the “chalk and talk”, “jug and mug” type. I remember my teacher taught us about sentence structures and parts of speech in the first class. She wrote the rules on the blackboard and explained about that in Korean. Students are required to copy and memorize those rules. There was no chance let students speak English in language class. She gave an assignment in every single class. And I took an exam in English every Class. I got the cane for every mistake. All students were haunted by the fear of tests. 
She was an explainer that relied mainly on ‘explaining’ or ‘lecturing’ on the board. She was a typical explainer in a traditional classroom. It was ineffective, and made the students lose interest, as well as put students to sleep in class. I have learned lots of things from her but I think there are too many things still not acquired. 
Of course you may guess I failed to gain Second Language Acquisition with well being qualified to become a communicating teacher. At that time when I studied English at school, we all found that teacher suddenly appeared and taught us absolutely Teacher-centered or the Memorization-centered lesson only depending on text book for passing kinds of regular exams like mid-term ones. Test-result-oriented class controlled by the teacher resulted in only receptive skills based on listening and reading with many boring grammatical classes.
I met several teachers since and I have learned a second language for a long time. They had different teaching styles. Depending on the styles, the result and effect were quite different. It is true. 
I will try to be a teacher who respects, and be enthusiastic, and patient on behalf of my class. I will find ways to make it easier for students to have strong confidence with their study while in my class.
