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I have spent many years studying English. Since I was a middle school girl, I am literally surrounded by an English assessment environment. Every crucial stage of our life, there were horrible English tests that existed. But fortunately I was keen on English and always tried to get good marks on English exams. However after growing up, I realized that how I studied was not the smartest way. 
Years ago, my family and I decided to go abroad for the holidays and I was thrilled that I could use English which I had studied for so long. But during the whole days, I couldn’t say anything and the foreigners also didn’t understand my pronunciation. I was totally shocked and blamed myself. What was wrong? 

We have learned complex grammar structure but not useful vocabulary much. There existed only a cramming system for education with no understanding and no interaction. It revealed that it was not practical in real conversation. For practical use, not only receptive skills but also productive skills should be stronger. Additionally, further interaction will raise English ability. 
On the other hand, learning grammar and vocabulary obviously influenced positive results as well. My closest friend who loves brand new imported machines told me that he can operate them without a manual because he knows many mechanical words. And the other friend said that she is able to watch movies without subtitles though she cannot understand them all. 
What if we had studied English conversation hard instead of grammar? Could we be a fluent English speaker now?
When I was in the 2nd grade in middle school, there was a survey “What is your future dream?” That was typically asked every semester but from that moment I was gradually interested in English and wanted to be a teacher. Luckily my homeroom teacher was in charge of English so she encouraged me a lot. 
She was an involver. Every class, as soon as she came in, she appointed some students and let them read and translate the text book aloud. Sometimes, when I didn’t study in advance, I was worried that she might pick me. So it made students prepare for her lessons and certainly brought us good results. 
As we grow up, we learn because we needed to know this means adults are autonomous and self directed; so that the teacher could elicit our experience and knowledge which is relevant to the lesson. According to the study, experiential learning techniques have high contribution to the learner retention. 
In my case, once I have experienced something, I never forget. When I visited my friend who stayed in Malaysia years ago, I went to shop and buy shoes. But there were differences between Korean and their size units. So I searched websites which I could understand by myself and succeeded in getting just right my size. Afterward I can choose my size without difficulty. 
Eagerness and experience enhance a learner’s retention. We can teach English in a variety of ways. So, to widen the students view, I will water the plants, read books, join a discussion, and find things out by doing them together. 
In my opinion, going through the vivid experience together is much more effective than just throwing instructions. It is also great for me to observe the student’s behavior. To know who the students are is really needed. Once, a teacher and students get along with each other, the class goes smoother. Therefore I am planning to be a companion teacher who observes the students.
