	Aims:

Main Aim: To teach students how to quickly scan through an article and find specific information by playing Jeopardy Speedy Scanning

Secondary Aim: Students will learn new vocabulary and scientific terms regarding the importance of sun protection.

Personal Aim: To teach the value and importance of scanning through interactive activities.  




	Language Skills:

Reading: read Go Fish vocabulary cards/ read article “Sunscreen: Are You Using Enough?”

Listening:  teacher elicitation/ Jeopardy questions/ sunscreen ad presentations

Speaking: Students will answer Jeopardy Speedy Scanning questions/sunscreen ad presentations

Writing: Students will write a sunscreen ad


	Language Systems:

Phonology: Correct pronunciation of vocabulary words

	Assumptions:

-Students understand classroom set up

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Students may have trouble understanding vocabulary in the article.

-prepare definition

-give examples

-give general idea of the word with different context; more relatable context

Students may not be familiar with or use sunscreen

-give personal examples of why and how I use it

-let students that do use sunscreen share their opinions and knowledge about it.

Play Go Fish vocabulary

Match vocabulary words with their definition
	“I love to go to the beach in the summer when it's hot out.”

Draw a big picture of a beach bag on the board.

“Let's brainstorm some different things you would take with you on an afternoon trip to the beach.”

Write down the students ideas inside the beach bag.

Get students to say sunscreen

Some eliciting questions: What should you take with you if you burn easily? What can you use to protect your skin from the sun?

“Good! I'm glad someone mentioned sunscreen.”

Circle the word sunscreen in the beach bag. 

“Today we're going to read and talk about the importance of sunscreen. Mainly about how much and how often we should use it .”

Write “How much” and “How often” on the board.

CCQ: Is sunscreen used to protect your skin from the sun?

Do you put sunscreen on when it is dark out?

“First I want you to get comfortable and familiar with some of the vocabulary in the reading material by playing a game.”

“It is the same concept as the card game Go Fish. But instead of regular cards we are going to use vocabulary cards.

Let's all sit around one table before we begin.”

Put two tables together and have students sit.

“OK. So, this is how we play. Each person will start out with 5 cards. The point of the game is to get as many matches as possible. To do this you must ask another player if they have the card that you need to make a match with one of your 5 cards.”

Demo: For example, I have the card 'degrade' and I think that Jean may also have that card. So I will ask, “Jean, do you have 'degrade'? If she says yes, then she must give me her card and then I can pair her card with my own and put it  to the side. Then I get another turn. 

If Jean does not have 'degrade' then she must say “Go fish” and then I must take a card from the pile and the next person will have their turn.

The objective of the game is to have the most pairs until there are no more cards or the time is up.”

We will begin with ______, and go counter clockwise. We will play for 5 mins. 

ICQ: How do you win?

How long are we playing for?

Monitor the game. Make sure they are following the rules.

At the end of 5 mins. Announce a winner.

“You probably noticed that some cards have a single word and other cards have explanations or definitions on them. We are going  to work together to pull out all the main vocabulary words and match them to their definitions.”

Monitor. Help students to pull out main words. Make sure they are matching them with the correct definitions.

	Play Speedy Scanning Jeopardy
	“We are going to practice the reading technique called scanning with our next activity. We are going to do this by playing a game called, 'Speedy Scanning Jeopardy'. 

Scanning is quickly searching for some particular piece of information in a text.

This Jeopardy board is filled with questions that can be answered by scanning this article.”

CCQ: Is scanning looking for a general idea?

Is scanning looking for specific information?

So this is how you play: First you will choose a category. Either Vocabulary, People, New Technology or Sunscreen Application. Then you will choose a number from 100-400. This number indicates the questions point value and also the level of difficulty. So, 100 being the easier questions and 400 being the harder questions. 

I will read the question aloud and then allow you to flip your paper over and scan the article for 8 seconds to find the answer. If you answer correctly your team will earn the points. If you answer incorrectly the opposing team has a chance to steal your points. 

Demo: So let's pretend it's my turn. I choose Vocabulary for 200. The question asks,'What does SPF stand for?'  I will say ready, go! Then you can turn your paper over. I will count to 8 and then say times up! Answer: 'SPF stands for Sun Protection Factor.' That is the correct answer so my team earns 200 points. If I answer incorrectly that same question would be asked to the opposing team. 

Put students into teams. 

You will be playing in these teams. We will be playing for 10 mins. 

ICQ: Are we playing individually?

How long will we be playing for?

Pass out article

“Please keep the article face down until it is your turn.”

Determine who goes first by playing rock, paper, scissors.

Run the game. Read the questions. Make sure they answer correctly. Keep score.
