Main Aim: To enable students to improve speaking skills by discussing topic of first              impressions

Secondary Aim: Students talk about first impressions by role playing speed dating scenario and presenting ideal first date with partner

Personal Aim: Create environment that encourages speaking and discussions

Reading: Perp questions, do's and don't of dating

Listening: Classmate presentations, video clips 

Speaking: Present, role play

	Assumptions:

-Students have experience with dating

	Students will look at picture and tell me their first impression of this person. 

Discuss making judgments based on appearance
	“Hi everyone. How are you today?”

“ I am going to start my lesson by having you all look at a picture of a person.”

“As you look at this person I want you to imagine what his personality is like. What type of job he has. What his hobbies might be.”

After 1 min. 

Allow students to discuss picture

“So today we are going to discuss the topic of first impressions. We'll talk about how a persons appearance, body language and speech affect the way we perceive them.”

	Connect the pictures of criminals to the crime that they committed. 

 
	“So we're going to continue experimenting with how physical appearance can affect our first impression of things.”

“This activity is called pick the perp. Does anyone know what a perp is? Can you guess by looking at these pictures? ...A perp is a person the police suspect of committing a crime.”

“You are going to try and match the perp to the crime that they committed. I will give you 3 mins. To look over the pictures and write down on a piece of paper which person you think committed which crime. 

ICQ: What are you trying to do?

How much time do you have?

After 3 mins. “You will individually come up and place the number of the crime on the picture of the perp that you think committed the crime and explain why. The person who gets the most correct will get a prize.”

Have each student present their answers.

	View video clips that depict people on a first date.

Discuss what kind of first impression the people in the clip are making. 

Role play speed dating.

Fill out a card. Present information on the card.
	“I'm going to show you three different clips of people who are on a first date. I want you to pay attention to their appearance, the conversation and the type of first impression that they are making on their date. We will discuss each clip after we watch each one.”

ICQ: What does each clip consist of?

What types of things are we looking for?

Set up chairs and tables into speed dating format. 

“Now we're going to all go on a date. We're going to role play speed dating. 3 people will sit on this side of the table and another 3 will sit across from them on the other side. The people on the left will rotate and the others will remain seated. “

“You will have minute to talk to each potential mate. As you talk to each person you will fill out this card. Your first impression of them, how your impression of them changed after you got to know them a little bit, and check yes or no for if you would like to go on a date with them. I will ring this bell when your minute is up.”

ICQ: How long do you have with each person?

Who is rotating?

What do you need to fill out?

After speed dating present  info. cards.

	Students will write down do's and don'ts of a first date. Explain why and what type of impression each act would make. 
	“Now that you've all had the chance to get to know each other it's time to go on a date!”

“You're next activity is to make a list of do's and don'ts on a first date.”

Present a example poster. Go over why a person should or should not do these things and the type of impression you want to make on your date.

 Put class into pairs as best as possible according to speed date results.

“With your partner plan a perfect date. Just as we discussed, include the types of things you will and won't do to impress your date. To help the rest of the class visual your perfect date use this paper to draw and write down what activities you will partake in. I will give you 5 mins. To finish this. ”
