	Language Systems:

	Assumptions:

           Students already know:

· How the class is set up and run (there will be 6 student groups at each table)

· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

· All students are single and college graduates (Age 23 and up)

· Most students have been at an international airport



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to follow the passage easily

     → Let them listen to tracks again or sentence by sentence until they get the content

· Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening

     → Chunk the listening (stop-play-stop-play)

· Students may need more time to work on the activities

     → If the times need to be adjusted, cut writing and checking answers shortly by   

         talking and sharing the answers

· If time is short

     → Cut the role playing part in post activity (Just make some situations)

	1. Listening for the Main idea

Instruction
