· Main Aim : Students can improve speaking skills by debating and role playing games.
· Secondary Aim : Students can learn new vocabulary about a city and  a country.
· Personal Aim : We want to improve our modeling about debating.

· Listening  : Students will listen and dispute against the opposing team’s arguments.
· Speaking  : Students will practice speaking by debating and participating in a role play.

· Function : Use of  proper words in debating

	Assumptions:
Students already know: 
· All students are in college. ( Age  20~25 )

· How the class is set up and run 
· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

· All students have experience in living in a city or a country



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to follow how to debate.
          ( Show the demonstration and wall charts and explain accurately.
· Students may need more time to work on activities.  
( Give some hints about activities or give 1 more minute.
· Students may lack of debating time.
( Make post –activity shorter and do time management discreetly.
· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,

( Give students extra questions or make post-activity longer or do SOS-activity.
