	Aims:
              ● Main aim: 

                  - Students will improve speaking skills by doing the role-play between a doctor and a patient  and cope with a real situation
              ● Secondary aim:

                  - Students will learn vocabularies  of various diseases and treatment..
                  - Students will become familiar with, and practice common expression used while talking to a doctor by drilling, changing the underlined words and doing a role play.
               ● Personal aim:

                   - I will encourage interactions among students.


	Language Skills:

· Listening skill: Listening the teacher’s instructions and students’ dialogue                              through  a role play.
· Speaking skill: Saying common expressions naturally through repeated drill and chant.
· Reading skill: Reading a dialogue and worksheets

· Writing skill: Writing doctor’s orders and patient’s symptom through a role play and creating a new dialogue based on given situation.

· Lexis and phonology: Vocabularies of various diseases and treatment

	Assumptions:
· Students have been to a clinic and consulted a doctor.
· Students know words of common diseases.

· Students can speak and write in English.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to follow the instructions when doing a role play.
→ I will explain through a chart.

· Students may not be able to understand the words on a role card.

→ I will explain through a worksheet  before a role play.

· If the time is short
→ I will cut halfway and change a role.

· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.

→ I will do a SOS activity.
