	Good morning? Or Good afternoon (depending on what time the lesson starts)

Eliciting:

(Give 2 guiding questions to Ss and try to elicit the word we are going to talk about further)

1. Showing the blown-up picture and ask Ss, What do you see from this picture?

2. What do you call the stones that match your birth?
(Write the related words made from students on the board)
Yes, this is called birthstone and we are going to talk more about birthstone soon. It will be very interesting and you will find your birthstone and your friends’ one after this lesson.

	Procedure
1.Birthstones Matching Strips
CCQ

Does everyone have their own birthstone?

Where do you get/find the birthstone?
Instruction

This is a group competition. Form into 3 individual groups. 5~6 people in one group. I am going to give you matching strip set per group. You will be able to see the picture of birthstone, name of the birthstones and a list of 12 months. Now you need to match up birthstone picture, name and the month in order. Once completed, please say out loud.
You have 5 min to complete the activity in a group. 
(giving a clear instruction who are the group members) 

Demonstration

For example: the red color stone, Garnet followed by January… like this. Match all of 12 months with birthstones.
ICQ

Are you working alone?
How long do you have?
What do you have to do once completed?

Monitoring

Giving students a time warning like “you have 3 min left, 2 min left, 1 min left…….

If any group who have completed the strip matching then ask the winning team to help other groups out to complete the activity within the time frame. 
Feedback: Check The Answers

Once all groups have completed, pick a few students to check if they can answer the name of birthstone and the month and their birthstone.

	Procedure

Activity 1: Reading a text passage and create 2 questions according to the comprehension levels questions.
Instruction

This is a group competition. Stay in your group. The reading text I am going to give you is the one you need to read and create 2 comprehension levels questions in a group.
You have 5 min to complete the activity in a group.
Demonstration

For example: For literal question, do birthstones can be classified by Month and Day?
ICQ

Are you working alone?

How long do you have?
Monitoring

Giving students a time warning like “you have 3 min left, 2 min left, 1 min left…….(Have you all finished?)
CCQ

What other things can be matching birthstone other than month and day? (ex: color, hour…)

What can you make using birthstone? (Necklace, ring, pendant…..)
Feedback: Check The Answers

Once all groups have completed, Ask each group to tell their created questions starting from Literal, Interpretive and Applied group by group.

Activity 2: Finding 2 characteristics of birthstone and zodiac sign matching the birthstone
CCQ

Do you know what zodiac sign is?

Do you think the characteristics of birthstone and zodiac sign can be the same?
Instruction

This is also a group competition. Now you better know about birthstones. I am going to assign 4 birthstones per group and you are going to find 2 characteristics and zodiac sign that belong to the assigned birthstones.

(You can use your smart phone or PC in the lab). Once completed searching, you have to write all the answers on the board and do presentation
You have 4 min to complete searching only.
Demonstration

For example: Turquoise stands for a good health and fortune and matches Virgo sign.
ICQ

Are you working alone?

How many characteristics do you 

have to find? (2)
How long do you have? (4min)
Monitoring

Giving students a time warning like “you have 3 min left, 2 min left, 1 min left…….
(While students are searching for the answers, I make a boarding for students to write their answers more easily and for time management)
Feedback: Check The Answers

Once all groups have completed, Ask a representative from each group to write their finding on the board to see all of students can see the answers. 
A representative from each group does a presentation of the 2 characteristics and a zodiac sign of their assigned 4 birthstones.

	Procedure
1. Answer classmates’ birthstone by guessing one’s characters
Instruction

This is a whole class activity.

Pick 2~3 students to come out, tell rest of students of your personalities like I am xxx, xxx. Rest of the students can answer his/hers birthstone by guessing their personalities description. (Ex: what do you think Terry’s birthstone is? Can you guess based on his character and personalities?)
You have 4 min to run this activity.
Demonstration

For example: I am sincere and have a strong responsibility. What do you think my birthstone is?
CCQ

Do you think there will be correct answers matching personalities and birthstone?

Is it going to be fun doing this game with your friends or family?
ICQ
What do you have to do now?
How long do you have?
Monitor the time discreetly and 
when the time is over, stop the 
activity and ask students to go 
back to the seat for the wrap-up.
II. Feedback/Conclude Lesson
What did you learn from today’s lesson?

Do you all know what your birthstone is?
Do you think you can guess your friends or family’s birthstone based on their personalities?
(Elicit what students have learned from today’s lesson)

CCQ

Have you found your favorite celebrities having same birthstone as you have?

Feedback: Check The Answers

Once time is up, ask students for their finding one by one. The time can be adjustable depending on the whole class time is up.

Birthstones by Month and Day

Did you know that there are particular birthstones assigned for the month and day of your birth. Here we will discuss how to know which is your birthstone.

Each month of the lunar calendar has a birthstone associated with it. As there are 12 months in a year, therefore there are 12 birthstones. Birthstones are beautiful gemstones, either precious or semiprecious which are believed to bring luck to the wearer. Throughout ages, people have admired the beauty of these stones and believed in its healing and mystical properties. Birthstones are not only assigned to the month a person is born, but there are birthstones assigned to each day of the week. For example if a person was born on a Sunday, then his birthstone would be the ruby. The traditional birthstones and the modern birthstones are different but all these gemstones are believed to have great powers and make excellent gifts for loved ones.

Birthstones are not assigned in random and there are birthstones meanings that we should know. As there are 12 months in the lunar calendar, there are 12 birthstones assigned to each month.

Diamond, ruby, sapphire and emerald are precious stones and the others like peridot, garnet and amethyst are semiprecious stones. Those who cannot afford such birthstones because of their high price tag, can wear inexpensive alternate birthstones.

These alternative gemstones are a lot less expensive than the traditional birthstones. Every person is born on a particular day of the week, and each day has a birthstone associated with it. Now that you know about both traditional and modern birthstones by month.

You can choose the birthstones by month or day and then have it made into a ring, pendant or earring and wear them to bring good luck and prosperity. Birthstones are not only assigned by month and day, but various cultures assign birthstones according to the zodiac sign, season and even hour of the day. Knowing the list of birthstones for each month and day is not enough, because birthstones are assigned according to hours of the day, too. If a person is born on a particular hour, he/she can wear the birthstone assigned to that hour. 


Birthstones, whether precious or semiprecious, can bring in good fortune, prosperity and help us in leading a happy life. They make the perfect gifts for loved ones and you can choose birthstones by month and date.

Aims:


To enable students to improve Reading and speaking skills by talking about birthstones in a group discussion


To develop intensive listening, speaking, reading and writing skills by matching birthstones strips discussion, creating 3 comprehension levels questions, doing a research for birthstone characteristics followed by a presentation of findings


To learn new vocabularies by doing a matching strips of birthstones


To build team work and cooperation skills by a group discussion of birthstone matching strips and researching about characteristics of birthstones


Personal Aim: To increase a confidence level in teaching adults learners and to develop time management skills








Language Skills:


Reading: Students will read birthstone matching strips, reading text and researching


Listening: Students will listen to the speakers’ short speech about 3 comprehension level questions and characteristics of birthstones researched


Speaking: Students will be talking by creating 3 comprehension levels questions, presentation of researched characteristics of birthstones and prediction about the blown-up pictures with group members


Writing: Students will write 3 comprehension levels questions and characteristics and a zodiac sign of birthstones





Language Systems:


Lexis : vocabularies in matching strips worksheet, used in characteristics of birthstones


Function: answering questions and completing worksheet


Discourse: 3 reading comprehension levels questions (Literal, Interpretive, Applied) and answer them


Grammar: none to discuss


Phonology: none to discuss




















Assumptions:


Students already know: 


Students can assume there will be a group work


Some students know about gemstones (diamond, amethyst and etc.) but some have merely know about them


Students know their birth month


Students already know 3 categorized comprehension questions' form.











Anticipated Problems and Solutions:


Students may not be able to follow the reading passage easily


( Go and check if they have any questions to help and give students more time to finish 3 comprehension levels questions


Students may need more time to work on the matching strips


( If it takes longer than time frame, ask a team who has already got all the answers to help other teams to be able to complete strips matching


If time is short 


( Cut post-activity: get only 2~3 students, ask rest of students to answer what their birthstone would be under the assumption of their usual personalities.


If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,


( Run SOS-activity: pick 2~3 students to talk about their finding (ex: Psy was born in Dec so his birthstone is turquoise which is same as mine)
