	Aims:
→ Primary aim: To enable students to improve their speaking skill by having students talking about ‘a variety of crime’. 
→ Secondary aim:  Students will be able to think what kind of crimes around them by explaining about some crimes.

                                   Each of them will speak at least one sentence by taking a role of a detective or criminal. 

                                  Students will be able to learn how to protect themselves 
Students will practice speaking and listening ability by sharing ideas in a group and
present each other’s opinion.

→ Personal aim: I want to give many chances to students to speak as much as possible.
I want to do time management well.
I want to be more confident than previous lesson. 


	Language Skills:

Listening  : Students will listen to the teacher’s instructions, the other classmate’s opinions and
presentations. 
Speaking : Students will explain the crime which they will choose.

Students will ask a lot of questions and answer for questions as detectives and criminals.

Students will share their ideas in a group for making sentences and present. 
Reading :   Students will read a list of vocabularies relevant to crimes.
Writing :     Students will write their own making sentences on the paper in post-activity.

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

[Instruction]

You need to explain why. There is no right or wrong answers. 
You will be given 3mins to complete.

[FEED BACK  &  Error correction]

I will ask the other teams about another team’s idea.

** Do you agree with group#1’s opinion?
CCQ (Sts response freely)
-Are the detective and policeman the same?

-Where can you see or read all the crime news?

-Can defective investigate and arrest the criminal? 

-What about us? Can we arrest the criminal even if we see someone who commit a light crime?

 You guys did a good job!

	Sts will listen to the instruction carefully  

Sts will read out the crime together. 

Two suspects will make their story.
On the other hand, the rest of the classmates will prepare their questions.

Each of detective groups’ will interrogate each suspect. 

Both groups will compare their suspect’s answers.

	Procedure : 
** Ok! we are going to do very exciting activity. 

** Role-playing about Alibi ** 
[Instruction]
At first, I am going to divide you into 2groups this time and work in a group. We are going to do role-play called criminals and detectives.
** I will put the wall chart of crime on the board ** 
Here is a crime which has recently been committed. 
‘Crime’
Last night a diamond was stolen from a store. Nobody knows exactly when the diamond was stolen but it was certainly taken between 6pm and 9pm. Two people were seen outside the shop last night and have been taken in for questioning by the police. At present, they are the prime suspects and unfortunately they are in this very room!
** Sts will read out the crime ** 

**Could you please read out the crime?

I am going to pick two suspects. Janet & Keren.
All they have to do is to leave this room for 6 min to make
a solid (strong) alibi on their own what they did between 6pm to 9pm.
For example >>

They went to a restaurant, they ate fish, They shared the bill….and so on. 
The stories must be identical. 
If the stories are not the same, you are ‘guilty’
You are all detectives to interrogate the suspects. 
While they are having their alibi, you will prepare a list of questions. And each group has to use the same questions to criminals to find out the differences between the two suspects’ stories. 

** All of detectives can share their questions. **

Each of teams will be given 6mins
ICQ
*What are two suspects going to do?

*What about detectives? 

*How much time do you have?

** let the suspects out **

Could you please go out and make your alibi?

Let’s start.

Monitoring 

→ Monitor discreetly and answer students,

    If they ask questions. 

Time warning

→ Give them time warning. 

: 1min left / 30 seconds left / 10 seconds left

Your time is up. 

## If they need some time more, give 1 more minute, be flexible with time. 

I am going to arrange the classroom. 

[ Put one group on one side of the room and the other group on the other side of the room.]
** I will let the two suspected people know that time is up and then allow the two suspects back into class. 

Each of groups has 3 min to interrogate suspect and you must write down the answer. 
Ok! go!! 

Monitoring 

→ Monitor discreetly and answer students,

    If they ask questions. 

Time warning

→ Give them time warning. 

: 1min left / 30 seconds left / 10 seconds left

Your time is up. 

## If they need some time more, give 1 more minute, be flexible with time. 

** I will ask those questions and the suspects’ answers  

and write those down on the board for 5min
Ok!  We are going to compare those answers from group 1 and 2 together. We will start from group#1. 
What was Janet’s / Keren’s answers for question#1?
** I will do the same to group#2. 

** If the stories are not the same, they are ‘guilty’ ** 

[Feed back & Error correction]
** Did they have a good alibi? 

How were detective’s questions? 
Were those good to interrogate?
CCQ (Sts response freely) 
-Can all of criminals have alibi?

-Why do you think criminals always try to have an alibi?

Everyone did perfect.
