	Aims:
Primary aim - To learn straphanger related vocabulary by doing a matching worksheet, listening to the teacher’s explanation and C.C.Q 
Secondary aim - Ss will get the main idea by skimming the reading text and answering a guiding question, and will improve intensive reading skill by answering the comprehension questions to understand the details
Personal aim - To improve speaking and listening ability by sharing ideas in a group


	Language Skills:

Reading: Students will read the text “Confessions of a Straphanger,” matching
 worksheet, guiding question, comprehension questions
Writing: Students will take notes of group discussion

Speaking: Students will discuss in groups, sharing ideas in a group
Listening: Students will listen to teacher’s explanation, instructions, ideas in a group


	Language Systems:

Lexis: straphanger, public transportation (subway, streetcar, light-rail, metro, commuter
train, high-speed train, magnetic levitation train, wi-fi enabled high-speed train, ferryboat, bus), farecard, privately-owned automobile, dedicated busway,
 car-centered city
Phonology: practicing new vocabulary
Discourse: discussing what is preferred travel mode and why
Function: None to discuss
Grammar: None to discuss


	Assumptions:

Most Ss use public transportation to commute school
Most Ss have travel abroad experience as a straphanger 

Some Ss do not know what straphanger is
Ss know how to skim and scan


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Ss may not understand the word straphanger clearly in this text
Teacher explain the meaning extended and about the author of “Straphanger”
Some Ss will have difficulty in doing the comprehension question worksheet

Give some hint. If they still don’t know, explain the background of the text.
If Ss need more time to finish their activity (cut-off plan)
Give Ss more time to finish their activity and cut off the time of post activity.

If Ss finish their activity early (SOS plan)

Give Ss an extra activity work sheet.

	Procedure:
1. Vocabulary

Let’s see some vocabulary, before we read the text.
I mentioned “straphanger” at the beginning. Have you heard about the “straphanger”?

I’ll show you a picture.

(Show Ss Picture A)

Where are these people standing?

What do they grip with their hand?
Yes, they grip a hanging strap with their hand, standing in a train.

(Write “straphanger” on the board)
- Repeat after me, “straphanger”
As you see, ‘straphanger’ is…a nickname for a standing subway or bus passenger who grips a hanging strap (nowadays usually an overhead horizontal bar) for support. The name is thought to have originated in the late 19th century when elevated trains had leather straps for the passengers to hold on to.
More generally, it has come to refer to a commuter who uses public transportation.
(Show Ss Picture B, C)

What is this?

What do we generally call them like train or bus?
(Write “public transportation” on the board)

- Repeat after me, “public transportation”
What kinds of public transportation are there?
(Write the names of public transportation as Ss answer)

(Write “commuter” on the board)

I already said that “straphanger” has come to refer to a commuter who uses public transportation. What is “commuter”?
Yes, commuter is…one that travels regularly from one place to another, as from suburb to city and back.
(Show Picture D)

What is this?

He is driving a car.
(Write “private-owned automobile” on the board)

You probably know ‘private-owned automobile’, don’t you?
The driver seems to own a car. This might be his private-owned automobile.

(Show Picture E)

What does this Picture show?

Lots of cars are in rows on the road.

Too many owner drivers result in this traffic congestion?
(Write “car-centered city” on the board)

What does “car-centered city” mean?
Conventional city planning emphasizes the automobile. (It leads to decisions that remove any obstacles to automotive speed and mobility.) Car-centered cities get car-congested and have worse air pollution…
-Repeat after me.
CCQ

(concept check those word after teaching)

Does a straphanger use public transportation?
Does a commuter use public transportation to go to work?

Instruction

Now, read the worksheet and fill the blanks with proper vocabulary. And then check the answers with your partner. 2 minutes.
