· Secondary Aim: Students will learn how to form superlatives with adjectives
· Personal Aim: I want to improve on my inductive teaching



	Language Skills:
· Reading: Students will read the paragraph that is written with superlative
· Listening: Students will listen to other students’ opinions in a debate activity

· Speaking: Students will speak about their perspectives on the topic in the debate
· Writing: Students will write about what kinds of person they want to be, using superlatives



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: ‘-est’
· Lexis: biggest, strongest, prettiest, poorest, funniest, richest, kindest, nicest, thinnest, fattest, happiest, youngest
· Function: Comparing characteristics among three objects and defining the superlative
· Grammar: Superlative form 
· Discourse: None to discuss




	Assumptions:
· Students already know: 
· How long the class will be (30 min)
· All the students have compared three things 
· All the students have heard about the concept ‘superlatives’



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
· Students may have hard time, expressing their opinion in the debate
· Give them some categories to think and come up with reasons
· Students may not understand the exact meaning of superlative
· Give students a very short time of deductive teaching on the grammar
