	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Use repetition and drills
· Students may not understand complex classification
· Model -> chunk structure
· Students may need more time to work the grammer exercise 
· Give another 2 minutes more
· If time is not sufficient to discuss post- activity
· Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask two students to share their stories
