	Materials:
· Board, Board marker, Sticky Tape

· Adverb of frequency wall chart for explanation 
· Adverb of frequency & Verb cards for pre-activity (14 copies)
· Board Game (Wall chart), Horses (3), Dice (1), Chance cards (5)  
· “Writing a letter to future partner” worksheet (14 copies)
· Prize for Main Activity Winner 
· Blank paper for SOS activity (30 copies)


	Aims:

· Main Aim: To enable students to learn the form/structure and usage of adverb of frequency by doing various speaking and writing activities. 
·  Secondary Aim: Students will learn team-work by doing group activities and improve speaking and listening abilities by having partner/group discussion. 
·  Personal aim: To help students to understand the topic of adverb of frequency completely and to give students grammar lesson in inductive way.


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Student will read and learn through board game. They will need to read the orders on the board game.  
· Listening: Student will listen to not only teachers but also other student’s letters in post-activity. 
· Speaking: Student will speak through partner/group discussion in pre and main activities.  
· Writing: Student will write a letter to their future partners in post-activity. 


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: None to discuss
· Lexis: The meaning of each adverb of frequency (Always, Usually, Generally, Often, Sometimes, Rarely, Never) 
· Function: How to use each adverb of frequency in certain situations
· Grammar: Structure and form of adverb of frequency
· Discourse: How the sentence contacting adverb of frequency relate to other sentence containing because/so 


	Assumptions:

· Students already know: 

· how the class is set up and run 
· the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

· how to use because/so 
· common action verbs such as dance, kiss, skip classes, laugh, touch, etc.) 
· Students have learned or have used the adverb of frequency previously
· All students are adults (age 20 and up)


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Students may find difficulty in making sentences in pre-activity 
· Walk around each pair and give them a sample answers that may help them to find an idea 
· If time is short 
· Cut answer-checking short in post-activity and only ask 2-3 students to share their writings (letters) to the class
· If student may not be able to pronounce some words

· Use repetition and drills 

· If student do not pick up the instructions for the activity 

· Do more than 1 demonstration 

· Students may find the topic boring 

· Ask their own experiences about the topic so that they can re-focus on topic and increase the interest again

· If student finish their tasks earlier than anticipated, 
· Ask as many students as possible to share their writings (letters) to the class and process to SOS activity

Elicit any adverbs of frequency.  
· What do you see in this picture? 
(Students answer brush teeth)

· How often do you brush your teeth?

(Students answer ‘always’ and write down ‘always’ on the board)

Follow the same steps with other pictures. 

· What do we call all of these: always, usually, never, etc.? 

(Students answer adverbs of frequency) 

Write down adverbs of frequency on the board.

(Put up the wall chart) 

Briefly explain 7 adverbs of frequency: Always, Generally, Often, Usually, Sometimes, Rarely, Never inductively using the wall chart.  

Example Sentence:

“She always eats breakfast” 

CCQ

· Does she eat breakfast everyday? (Yes)
· Does she skip breakfast on Sunday? (No) 
Find your partner and make sentences! 
Instruction

Now, let’s do an activity using what we have just learned.  Before we start the activity, let’s divide the class into 2 teams. (point right side) Now this team will get a frequency card, (point to the left team) and this team will get a verb card. On your card there will be a shoe picture. You need to find out your partner by finding the other pair of your shoes. Once you find your partner, please make a full sentence by using those two words. Also, you have to use “because” or “so” to make a reason or what’s going to happen afterwards.  For example, 

(Do the demonstration)

Demonstration

Soy gets frequency card of “Usually” and Amy gets “Call my friends”. Make a sentence of “I usually call my friends. So I pay a lot of cellphone fee at the end of month. Or I usually call my friends because I can’t sleep without calling my friends at night.” 
Whoever makes the most creative sentences will be the winner. You have 2 minutes to work with your partner for making sentences. 

ICQ

· Are you working in pairs? 

· How much time do you have?  
Now, begin. 

Monitoring: Monitor discreetly. 

Give time warning: 1min/30sec left.
Time’s Up!

Check answers: Let students read the answers. 
· Ask all the pairs to share the answer. 
· Explain the sentence again if other students do not understand

	Frequency Monopoly
Instructions

Now, we are going to do fun activity in a group. Before we start, let’s divide class into 3 groups. Everyone has a group? 
Here’s the board game for you. As you can see on the board, we made a Frequency Monopoly. Instruction is very simple. 

Each group sends a representative to the front to roll the dice. The dice can move your horses. After your representative roll the dice, your group can buy the country. 
However, you can’t just buy it. 

If you want to buy it, you have to make a sentence with the words in your country. If you make correct sentences using all the words, you will get the country card. If not, you can’t buy the country. Also, you can take away other group’s country if your horse moves to the area.  Let’s do some demonstrations first. 

Demonstration
Soy, can you roll the dice? Now, she got the number three on the dice. Let’s move her horse to 3 spaces. Here’s the word, coffee. And the country has the word of always. Soy, can you make a sentence with coffee and always? 
(Soy says I always drink Iced Americano in the morning. Then, Amy gives the country card to her.) 
We are going to play this game for 10 minutes. Whoever the team has the most countries after 10 minutes will be the winner. 
ICQ

· Are you working alone?
· How long are we going to play this game?
· Can you buy the country without making correct sentence? 
Now, let’s start. 

Run the activity  
Monitoring: Monitor actively and help students if necessary.  

Give time warning: 3 minutes, 1 minutes, 30 seconds
Time’s up! 
Check how many countries each group has and announce the winner. Give the winner group a prize.

Ask for any questions or feedbacks about today’s class.
