· Students may have difficulty in understanding the meaning

Instruction 
I will show picture chart and Ss listen to the teacher explanations.
First, teacher will talk about Third person concepts.
The person is speaking 
(=First person)

“I have a dog.”
The person being spoken to

(=Second person)

“ You have a dog.”
Some other person not in the conversation

(=Third person)

“ She has a dog.”
What kind of third person subject?

(Ss answer “He, She, It”)

Yes, right! 
The simple present is not really about the present, and it’s actually not all that simple!
For example,

(write on the board)

He Has a dog.

They have a dog.

These are both statements of fact. This is one typical use of the simple present to state a fact or to say something that is “always” true, at all times. 
Second, I introduce the forming 3rd person singular present
I will say the word, you guys repeat the word.

I will give you worksheet, you match the word. We can do only the number 20. Under 21~37 are homework. And I will give 3min. 
Work pair.
Teacher is making pair Ss.

(distribute the worksheet)
