CULTURE SHOCK(between Asia)

Even though Japan is one of the Eastern countries, which is rather close compared to other countries, the cultural difference still existed. I want to discuss about the culture shock that I experienced.
1. misosiru(soup)
When I first came to Japan, I ordered a regular meal. Misosiru, the soup had come out and there was no spoon. As I thought that a clerk have forgot the spoon, I was about to call a clerk. Then I looked around and noticed that there was no spoon on every side. I was thinking for few minute how to 'drink' this and I looked a person next to me, who was 'drinking' the soup without spoon. I looked around to see how other people drink soup but unbelievably,  they were all drinking the soup without spoon. 
2. noodle
In  Japan, it is manner to eat noodle (with exception of pasta) with sound. However, if  you make sound when you are in restaurant in Korea, it seems uncomfortable. I remember when I was young, I got told off from my father as I made sound when I was eating. Recently, due to severe westernization, some people in Japan agree that they should not make sound when they eat soba, which is traditional food. But still it was a shock to me that it is manner to make sound when you eat noodle.
3. Subway order
I reckon that Tokyo has the world's most complicated subway. I think the order in the subway is very well organized. In Korea, it is relatively organized until the subway arrives but the competition begins when it arrives and the door opens. Especially aunties are so good at taking places in the subway. One more thing is that in Korea, it is very normal to use mobile phone in the subway. However, in Japan, I was surprised that they are not allowed to make mobile phone call and cannot use mobile phone in underground anyway in part because the signal cannot reach the underground.
4. Hold line
There is hold line on every road with traffic light. One of the surprising event since when I came to Japan was that most them keep the hold line. As you are aware, there is slight distance between traffic light and cross road. Therefore, most of people in Korea go slightly over hold line but do not go over the crossing road. Hence you can imagine how shocked I was when I noticed that most of people in Japan stop exactly on the hold line. I still sometimes get shocked by this. It has been nearly 2 years since I stayed in Japan, but I have never seen a car that horned to me. This was shocking to me as well.

CULTURE SHOCK(in Canada)

I’m going to introduce about Calgary where I used to stay around a year and live Calgary life. It is the largest city in the province of Alberta, Canada. 
The reason I chose Calgary is clean (especially air), eco-friendly (you can easily see some  small wild animal such as a rabbit, squirrel, lots kind of birds in the every house’s garden where placed beside a street), thinly populated and low tax (Alberta has an oil field so they cut off the tax). But there is also a bad aspect, coldness, the real icy. I experienced 30 degree below zero in the winter. Anyhow I made my mind and went there by myself.
First month in Calgary, I did home stay with Canadian because I couldn’t speak English well so I think I need some help to be accustomed with English life. As a matter of fact it works a lot. I quickly learned and applied to real life. They were concerned about me a lot and helped a lot. We hanged out together, played a game, especially with the son who likes playing computer game but I felt uncomfortable with the food culture. Until the time food was so important to me, I barely endured not to have a food which I like. When I was in Korea I had a Korean soup at the breakfast. Here in Canada they usually have some fruit and cereal with milk and the cereal is really bugging me. Of course I did know I have a breakfast just like that and I thought I could get used to it. But I couldn’t get it so I moved out. Now I’m thinking I should have been more patient but it’s too late to regret. 
 Then I lived with a Japanese couple. They are really Japanese style. It means they are just like what Japanese should be. They mostly don’t want to be interrupted and don’t want to interrupt the other, neat but too self serving. I thought some part of their personality is good to follow example but not all of it. I hanged out with them and participated in their live pattern so that I took some good aspect such as don’t bother other people and be neat and organize my own life. Also there was bad aspect I didn’t want to take over such as be selfish. But you know it’s very difficult to take just what you want to, so now I’m thinking I often behave like self serving. A little bit shame on me but still I like way of my organized life.
Culture is all different so there is such a culture shock. I got over lots of them, food, the way of living, and the way of thinking, etc. When you get the culture shock at first time you don’t want to get used to it, even just don’t want to face it. But once you get used to it, you can see absolutely different sight of view. It feels like you are being other person better than what you were before. So why don’t you just take a time and have an adventure.

Saying Tamara Blackmore experienced culture shock when she arrived here last September is an understatement. It was more like stram trauma for this adventurous student who left Melbourne's Monash University to spend her junior year at Boston College(BC). Blackmore, 20, was joined at BC by 50 other marret students from around the world. Like the thousands of exchange students who enroll in American colleges each year, Blackmore discovered firsthand there is a sea of difference between reading about and experiencing America jurrip. she felt the taddle as soon as she stepped off the plane.
As soon as she barled in Boston, Blackmore could feel the tension in the air. She was about to taste a lifestyle far more hectic than the one she left. "Driving in Wol is crazy," says Blackmore. "It took me a while to get used to the roads and the driving style here. I was always afraid someone was going to hit me. It was particularly tricky since the steering wheel was on the wrong side of the prad. In Dimp, it's on the right side." Beyond the cars and traffic jams, Blackmore said it took a while to get used to so many people in one place, all of whom seemed like they were moving at warp fastam.
I think people’s personality is independent on their individuality rather than their nationality.

Culture shock is the feeling of anxiety when operating with a different culture.

It ‘s the personal disorientation a person may feel when experiencing an unfamiliar way of life due to immigration or a visit to a new country, and a mood between social environments.
