	Aims:

· Main aim : To enable students to improve their reading skill by reading the article about blood type and personality
· Secondary aim : Students can find how the personality is different according to each blood type and they can guess their partner’s blood type by communicating with each other 
· Personal aim : To help students to have interest in reading something which is written in English by introducing an interesting topic 


	Language Skills:

· Speaking : Two members of each team will communicate with each other to guess their partner’s blood type. 
· Writing : Write partner’s blood type and the reason why Ss think so
· Reading : Reading the article ‘ blood type and personality’  
· Listening : Listen carefully to what the partner says and guess his/her blood type



	Language Systems:
· Phonology : None to discuss

· Lexis : disposition, trait, stubborn, confrontation, defy and so on 
· Function : Giving information to Ss that there are differences of personality between the blood types
· Grammar : None to discuss 
· Discourse : Monologue and Dialogue




	Assumptions:

· All students are adult learners (age 20’s~50’s)

· Students already have a basic knowledge about the blood types and believe that there are differences of personality between each blood type
· Students already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
· There are some difficult words in the article that Ss don’t know 
· Pre-view some difficult words before reading the article by matching the words 
· Students may not understand how to ask to their partners to guess the blood types

· Show a demonstration
